Procedure:
<Greeting & Brief Rapport>
Hi, everyone!  How are you? 
Ok. Has anyone read or seen a good mystery lately?
(If anyone says yes, ask him/her the reason people enjoy a good mystery. Try to elicit that people like to solve the mystery while they are reading or watching)

<Introduction of Task>

Today we will be doing a mystery called ‘Who killed her in the hotel room 303’. First, I will give you the background information on the mystery. Listen carefully.
<Background Information>

There was a small motel in the countryside. A couple came in and got the room 303 late at night. At 3:00 a.m., the guest next to the room 303 woke up because of the noise when the couple was having a big argument. At 3:10, her boyfriend went away and the keeper of the motel saw him on CCTV. There is only one CCTV in the hall and it can capture near the couple's room. So, no one can see the door and inside of the room. At 3:50, a delivery man came to take empty plates and got a key on the floor. He gave it to the keeper at 3:55 and the key was for room 303, the couple's room. Later, the boyfriend claimed that he dropped the key in the hallway mistakenly when he was leaving. From that day on, the delivery man went on vacation. At 7a.m., the boyfriend came back to the motel and that was recorded on CCTV. The boyfriend came to the keeper at 7:30 because he didn't have the key for the room. So, the boyfriend and the keeper went to the room together and when they opened the door, the girlfriend already died. The cause of her death was suffocation and the victim had no external injuries. And the money in her wallet is all gone.
Do you need to listen one more time? (If Ss say yes, read once again and If Ss say no, continue with next part.)
So, there are 4 suspects.
(write on the board 4 suspects and their names)

Procedure:
l. Role cards
<Instructions>

Now, I will give each of you a role card. Four of you are suspects and one is a detective. Read carefully and ask me if you have any questions with your role card. Do not show your role card to others.
You have 2 minutes to check your roles.

<CCQ>

How much time are you going to have?

Can you show your card to others?
(hand out role card)

<Problem solving>

(If Ss do not seem to understand, explain privately.)

Monitor discreetly.  Answer Ss if they ask their questions.

 II. Learn a few terms for the interview
<Instructions>

Before I hand out the interview sheet, I will introduce a few terms.
<Vocabulary>

(write ‘alibi’ on the board)

Has anyone heard of this word? Can you tell me what it means? Yes, ‘alibi’ is a reason or excuse for not being able to do something.

<<CCQ>>

I remember before the class, I had some cookies on my desk but now they’re gone. (Name), did you take my cookies? How do I know? What is your alibi?

(Let student give their excuse. If it is good tell him/her that he/she has a good alibi. )

(write ‘motive’ on the board)

Is there anyone who can guess what it means? Yes, ‘motive’ is a reason for doing something.
<<CCQ>>
(Name), were you hungry in this morning?

-If yes: Then you have a motive for taking my cookies, right?

-If no: OK, it looks like you don’t have a motive.

(write ‘clue’ on the board)

Has anyone heard of this word? Can you tell me what it means? Yes, a ‘clue’ is something we can see that can tell us someone may have been around to do something, like a fingerprint. You can also find a clue from the criminal’s statement.

Procedure:

l. Interview
<Instructions>

(hand out the interview sheet)

Now, we will do the interview. Only interview one person at a time. Try to identify the murderer during the interview and if you are the murderer, try to hide yourself and brand someone else as a murderer. Write down the information that you got on the interview sheet. It will be helpful to find the murderer.  I will give you 2 minutes for interviewing each person. The person who needs to be questioned can only use your card to answer. If someone asks you a question that the information is not on your card, do not make up an answer. Just reply “I don’t know” or “I don’t remember”
<CCQ>

-How much time do you have to interview one person?

-Can you lie during the interview?

-What do you say if someone asks you a question you don’t have the information for?

Discreetly monitor Ss making sure they are following the rules and also jot down mistakes in language Ss use.
Ok, now (Name whose role is a detective), can you tell me your conclusion of who you think the murderer is and why?

(listen to student’s explanation)

(If Ss got the murderer or motive wrong, correct them and tell the story)

<Language Focus>

Error Correction:

(Write Ss errors you noticed during the interview and discussion and write them on the board. Let the Ss try to correct as a whole class.

Al right, I hope you had fun trying to solve the mystery of ‘Who killed her in room 303’. 

Good job!

Class is dismissed!

<The Whole Story>

Around 3 a.m., when Franklin left, Jun was watching the hall on CCTV. At 3:50, Tim found the key on the floor and gave it to Jun right away. Jun decided to go to her room to take her money because he was having a financial difficulty and he knew that Franklin was gone. When he went into the room, Stella was sleeping and Jun tried to steal the money from her wallet. Suddenly, she woke up so Jun squeezed her throat and killed her accidentally because he was afraid that she would recognize him.
<Clue>

-Who could go in at the time of the crime?

· Jun, Tim

-If Tim is the criminal, he wouldn’t give the key to the keeper which can be used to open the door because it will be revealed that he is the murderer.

-If Franklin is the criminal, he wouldn’t come back in the morning and Oliver could notice it when the crime took place.

-Jun said he didn’t install more CCTV because of the financial problem. That seems to be an enough motive for the murder.

Aims:


Students will be able to explain their alibi and share information that is unique to each student. (Communication)


Students will be able to use the past progressive tense by questioning other Ss of their actions and answering the questions. (Grammar)


Students will be able to memorize vocabulary related to mysteries from teacher’s example of the ‘cookie mystery’ and use it during the interview. (Vocabulary)











Language Skills:


Reading: role card


Listening: teacher’s elicitation; teacher’s example of vocabulary; background information


Speaking: asking and answering during interview; discussion of mystery


Writing: filling in information on the interview worksheet





Language Systems:


Lexis: vocabulary used in the discussion identifying the murderer


(alibi, motive, clue, etc.)


Function: asking for information; giving information; hypothesizing


Grammar: past progressive tense


Discourse: discussing who the murderer is as well as their motive.


Phonology: correct pronunciation of names (Franklin, Oliver)








Assumptions:


Some Ss may already know the vocabulary to present


Ss enjoy solving mysteries.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


If some students are not active in the discussion


Encourage S by asking for his/her opinion of what others are saying.


If Ss do not know clearly what they can tell others and what they should not tell from the role cards


Explain it privately.

You are a detective.


Sample questions:


(To the boyfriend)


-Do you know how much money in her wallet?


-How could you take the key although you were busy to leave?


-How do you remember that you dropped the key in the hallway?


-Why did you spend 30minutes at the door? You could make a phone call to her.


(To the keeper)


-Why did you install only one CCTV?


-Do you often patrol late at night?


-Did you think about checking her room after you got the key when you were patrolling?


-Why did you keep the key even though you could give it to the boyfriend when he came back?


(To the guest who stayed in 302)


-When you woke up, were you angry and did you want to complain about it?


-Is there a way to enter the room 303 through the window?


(To the delivery man)


-Why did you come so late at night to take the empty plate?


-Why did you go on a holiday right after this murder case?


-Have you tried to think about entering the room when you got the key?





You are her boyfriend and your name is Franklin.


-The money in her wallet was 800,000won and you checked it when she went to the bathroom. (Why did you check it? – Just because)


-You took the key while you forgot to take your cell phone. You didn’t think about your phone because you were angry and the key was next to the door so you took it.


-You realized that you dropped the key in the hall when you were finding your phone.


-You had a big argument with her but there is no reason you kill a person whom you love.


-When you arrived at 7a.m., you tried hard to wake her up knocking the door for half an hour to enter the room.





You are the keeper and the murderer and your name is Jun.


You are having a financial difficulty.


You decided to go to her room when you got the key from the delivery man.


When you went into the room, you checked that she was sleeping and took the money from her wallet. Suddenly, she woke up so you squeezed her throat and killed her because you were afraid that she would recognize you.


(Answering questions)


-You installed only one CCTV because you are having financial problems.


-You sometimes patrol late at night.


-Say that you didn’t check her room after getting the key because you thought that it would be an invasion of privacy.


-Say that you kept the key even when he came back because you don’t remember every guest’s face.





When the detective ask the guest next to her room, try to say it is hard to hear next room’s noise unless place ears to the wall. (Slander him as the murderer)





You are the guest stayed next to her room and your name is Oliver.








-You were annoyed when you woke up because of their argument, but you were lazy to complain it so you fell asleep again.


-There is no way to go to the next room through the window.


-You heard their argument because it was so loud and noisy.





You are the delivery man and your name is Tim.





-Your restaurant close at 3:30 a.m. and your boss asked for picking up the empty plates lastly so you went to the motel around 4 a.m.


-You went on vacation because you planed it long time ago and that is just for personal reasons.


-You took the key but you gave it to the keeper right away.
