We use the past continouse tense with the simple past tense when we want to show that one thing happened in the middle of another thing.

The simple past talks about something that happend before. it happend and it finished.(the simple past talks about something that happened before. It happened and it finished. Some words are regular and just have -ed added at the end like walked, helped, and played. Others are irregular and have many variations like ate, began, and slept.)

We can also connect the past continuous and simple past together by using the words when, while and as.
