	Stage Name: Pre Task
Purpose of this stage: Create interest in the topic. Brainstorm ideas which will be useful for the next stage. Students must be given a communicative task e.g. discuss, arrange/sort, create a list, etc.
The aim is to relax students, activate their background information, and gather useful ideas for the lesson.

	Instruction.
“You’ve got a free ticket to Disneyland!”
Divide the students into two groups: Group A & Group B
“You will go to Disneyland with ____, and you will go to Disneyland with ____.”
“Please move your seats.” (Gesture)
“Plan your day and make notes in the time table with your partner.”
“Red color rides are the popular rides and it has longer waiting time.”
“You may use the pictures of the rides as references.”
“You have 5 minutes to finish.”
(Handout the worksheet.)
I.C.Q.
Do you write down the plan on the time table? (Yes)

Does red color rides has longer waiting? (Yes)

How many minutes do you have? (3 min)

You may start. (Gesture)

Pair works.

Students discuss and plan their schedule with their partner.
Monitor students’ conversation. 
You may let them know about 1 minute before the time finishes.

When the time is finished, say “Times up.”



	Stage Name: Task Preparation
Purpose of this stage: This is a student centered stage, to give students time to prepare and practice a speaking task which they will perform in Task Realization. Clear detailed instructions or a demonstration must be provided so students know what is expected. Prepared materials may be provided to assist their preparation. Monitor and offer brief tips if necessary.

	Instruction.
Make group A & group B to come together.
“Can this group move your sits closer to this group?”
“Find out each groups’ schedule.”

How many times do you ride all together on a same hour? (at least 2 times)

	Stage Name: Task Realization 
Purpose of this stage: This is a very student centered stage to allow for maximum speaking fluency practice. Monitor discretely and take note of incorrect language. Students perform their task without interruptions from the teacher. Classroom management may be an important consideration here.

	Stage Name: Post Task
Purpose of this stage: To end the lesson with a final student centered task such as voting, summarizing, discussing, deciding etc. The teacher may offer delayed error correction to the previous stage, as well as mention positives and points to improve for next time such as useful strategies.
