	Detail
	Students are native Korean or lived in Korea for a long time. A few students have lived abroad and have the local accent. Everyone is motivated to learn English.

	Assumptions about students’ knowledge as required for this lesson:

	· Students are able to understand the situation to predict what could be in the box as used in the lead-in.

· Students know the vocabulary used in this lesson.
· Students know the simple grammar structures and are familiar with grammatical terms.



	What language difficulties to expect when presenting, and how to deal with it:

	1. Meaning: Students may confuse the target language use as to express requests by using modal verbs. Can – as to be able to do something. Could – as past form of can. Must – as to express something formally required. Make a clean visual context and C.C.Q.

2. Form: Students may confuse the form of modal auxiliary. Inform how it never changes form and give examples of usage difference.
3. Pronunciation: Students may not know where to put natural sentence stress. Drill several times chorally, then individually. Ask, “Which words sound stressed?” Board to mark the stressed words in red.


	Anticipated Classroom Management Difficulties and their Solutions:

	If the electricity or PC screen problem may occur, I can use paper copies instead of PPT.
The confusion of students on the modal verbs will be presented on next plan. If the students ask about it, let them know.


	
My Personal Aim


	What I hope most to demonstrate in this lesson is the ability to manage time and be flexible with student's understanding for a better classroom management.



	Stage Name: Lead-in
Purpose of this stage: To relax both the teacher and students. To focus attention on the lesson. Create a situation for students to experience or think about, and then to elicit the target language.

	Hello everyone. 
(Show the box to students with a hat inside. Show the PPT0.)
Can you guess what is in the box?  Tell me in a sentence.

First hint is 'You can wear this'. (Show the PPT1-1, PPT1-2.)
What do you think is in the box?
** PPT1-2 indicates the 1st sentence with possible clipart: T-shirt, hat, shoes, mittens, and headband.
** Students will answer many different guesses.
Second hint is 'You don't wear this on your body'. (Show PPT2-1, PPT2-2, PPT2-3.)
What do you think is NOT in the box?
** PPT2-2 indicates the 2nd sentence with possible clipart:
** Students will answer their second guesses.

** If the student say ‘It can’t be a T-shirt or it is not a T-shirt.’, show the PPT2-3.
Third hint is 'You wear this on your head'. (Show PPT3-1, PPT3-2, PPT3-3.)
** PPT3-2 indicates the 3rd sentence with possible clipart. (Same pictures PPT2-3.)
** Students will answer their third guesses.

** When it is answered correctly, (It must be a hat or it is a hat.), show PPT3-3 and open the box to show the hat.

Finally show PPT4 which indicates all 3 hint sentences.

Purpose of this stage: Make the students think about the situation. To clarify the meaning, form, and pronunciation features of the target language.
