	Topic: Choosing a movie

	Length: 50mins


	Materials:

-A movie poster of ‘Forrest Gump’(for eliciting the topic)
-Computer & Overhead Projector(for the movie trailer)
-On-line clip of a movie trailer, ‘Forrest Gump’ (http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=JdsMqRaz2WY) 

-Listening CD & CD Player(for the movie reviews)
-Fill-out-the-information worksheets(13 copies) 
-Movie posters of ‘The Matrix(Sci-fi)’, ‘A Beautiful Mind(Drama)’, ‘Pretty Woman(Romance)’ and ‘The Silence of the Lambs(Thriller)’
-White board, board markers & tape



	Aims:

-Students will learn the things to refer/consider when choosing a movie by participating in this lesson.

-Students will be reminded/taught of terms that are used in movie by answering eliciting questions.

-Students will acquire general information about a movie by watching a movie trailer.

-Students will experience the consumer’s perspective by watching a movie trailer and by listening to a review.
-Students will learn new idioms/vocabulary through the vocabulary lesson.  
-Students will improve their listening, writing and comprehension skills by doing fill-out-the-information listening exercises. 
-Students will practice speaking through group activities.

-Students will experience the seller’s perspective through a movie PR activity.



	Language Skills:

-Listening: listening to the instructions/demonstrations, watching a movie trailer, listening to reviews, listening to the movie PR from other group 
-Speaking: prediction, answering teacher’s questions, comparing answers within groups, task-based group activity(discussing within the group and doing the movie PR) 
-Writing: fill-out-the information exercises



	Language Systems:

-Lexis: eliciting questions about movie, new idioms & vocabulary used in the text
-Function: predicting, giving and receiving opinions

-Discourse: expressing opinion




	Assumptions:

Students already know: 

-how the class is set up and run(there are 4 tables of 3, 3, 3 and 4 students)

-the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

Students are:

-Korean females in their mid 20s and college graduates

-interested in movie
-able to express their ideas and opinions in English

-mostly active and familiar with group activities




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Students may not understand vocabulary in the CD text.
-> Let them know some key idioms/words before listening 

-The post-activity may finish earlier than expectation.
-> Review today’s topic and gets Ss’ feeling

-If time is short

-> Cut reviewing today’s topic and reduce post-activity discussion time
-If the article/CD is too difficult for Ss

-> Chunk the listening 

 -If Ss finish their tasks earlier than expected 

-> Ask Ss to share their personal taste/procedure of choosing a movie

(Elicit the aspects when choosing a movie and write them down on the board. Try to elicit following words/Teach new words)
-Things you refer: Movie Poster, Movie Trailer, Reviews

-Things you consider: Genre, Director, Casting, Award, Story, Special Effects/Techniques, Setting Time/Setting Place, Theme, OST 

So today, we will learn about a movie. We will watch a movie trailer and listen to a review and find out how they affect people’s choice of a movie.

	-Ss provide answers 
-Ss read them aloud(the list on the board)
-Ss provide answers
-Ss watch the trailer and think about the factors

	(Show around the movie poster of ‘Forrest Gump’ to Ss and then tape it on the board)
Eliciting Qs
-Have you seen this movie?(Yes/No) 

-What are the things that you can find about the movie from this poster?
(The title and the main actor)
-Were you able to find out enough information about the movie by looking at this poster?/Is this poster good enough to make you want to watch the movie?(No)
-If you want to find more information about the movie, what would you do?(Trailers, Reviews) 
Listening for the Main Idea/General Understanding
Instructions & Guiding Qs
I’m about to play a trailer of ‘Forrest Gump’
Try to find out two things;

-see if you can find out the information mentioned earlier(Still written on the board: Genre, Director, Casting, Award, Story, Special Effects/Techniques, Setting Time/Place, Theme, OST)
-whether you’d like to watch the movie after watching this trailer 
It will be played for 4 minutes.
CCQ
-What are the two things you have to think of while watching this trailer?(Information about the movie and whether I want to watch it)
-How long is it?(4 minutes) 

(Play the movie-trailer of ‘Forrest Gump’)
Now, let’s see what you found out from the trailer. 

-Were you able to find out the genre?(Kind of ) How about the director?(Yes) Main actor and actress?(Yes) Did it win any award?(Not mentioned) Were you able to guess what the story is like?(Kind of) Did you notice any special effects or techniques?(Yes) Was there any background music?(Yes) Could you guess when and where?(Kind of) Were you able to understand the theme of the movie?(Kind of) 
-And did it make you want to watch the movie? Why?/Why not? 
(Play it once more and pause in the scenes where critical information is provided./Share them with students)

	Listening for Details
(Elicit and CCQ key idioms/vocabulary used in the script)
-Life is like a box of chocolates.
-intellectually challenged
-state-of-the-art
-optimistic attitude
(Distribute listening worksheets)

Instructions
I’ll play a CD. It’s a review of the movie, ‘Forrest Gump’. Listen carefully and try to find out the information provided on the worksheet and fill them out. There will be 4 paragraphs. 
CCQ
-What are you going to listen to?(a review of ‘Forrest Gump’)

-What do you have to do?(find out the information and fill out the sheet)

-What are the information?(Genre, Director, Main Actor, Award, Setting Time, Setting Place, Special Feature of the Main Character, Special Effects used in the movie and the Theme of the movie)
-How long is it?(4-paragraph long)
(Play the CD without stopping) 
-Was it easy to find out the information? 

Yes-> Play it once more without stopping

No-> Play it again with pauses between each paragraph
-Do you want to listen again? 

Yes -> Play it once more with pauses between each paragraph
No-> Divide them into 4 groups and get them share their answers

(Write down the questions on the board while Ss are working in groups)

Does everyone have the answers now? 

Write down all the answers given by the students on the board. 

(Play the CD one last time)

(If there are any missing or incorrect answers: pause the CD right there and make sure students get the correct answers.)

Now, would you to watch the movie after watching the trailer and after listening to the review?(Yes)

	Instructions

CCQ 

-What are you going to introduce?(a  movie)
-How are you going to introduce?(by making 5 statements)

-Should you make it interesting? Why?(Yes/Because other team will judge whether they want to see the movie I’m presenting)
-How many minutes?(5 minutes)
(Monitor actively and participate within each group.)
(Give them time alert, provide 30 more seconds if necessary)
Group A, please present your movie. 
(After presenting)

To other Group: Would you watch the movie? Why/Why not?

Feedbacks

-What sources would you use to find out about a movie?

-What are the things that you will consider when choosing a movie?
