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   I have lived in United Stated America with my parents. While I was living and schooling there, I could get along with many American friends. Except for the time I took classes, I spent most of my time with them. I have heard that many Asians who studied abroad tend to spend time with their own country’s friends, because it is easier for them to feel lonely when they live abroad alone. However, since I lived with my parents, I felt I was living in Korea. I didn’t feel lonely, or I didn’t feel as if I had to find some Korean friends. 
   When I thought of my language learning experiences, there were a lot of good teachers with me, but my best friend, Rebecca Anderson was the best teacher and friend at the same time. Her major was English education, and she is now a graduate student to get a TESOL Master. Whenever I chatted with her, she had a great teaching skill, CLT (Communicative Language Teaching). 
   Talking about one topic, the target language is a vehicle for our conversation, not just the object of study. The target language is mostly an authentic language. From the talking about many things and expressing my ideas and opinions on real language use, my English conversation skill could be highly enhanced. Rebecca Anderson is likely to introduce her friends to me. She brought me to the church and many other activities that she joined. I was also given opportunities to listen to language as it is used in authentic communication. I am automatically coached on strategies for how to improve my comprehension. She didn’t correct my mistakes right away. She just waited until the end of my saying, and she sometimes corrected me. She did not do it every time. I usually realized my mistakes by myself from a variety of communication. When I did not understand what she said, I asked her to talk again, and she just repeated. 
   Our daily life is another very important place to learn language out of a classroom. Because adults have life experience and knowledge not only about the language such as grammar and vocabulary, but also about various things, we can improve our language skills in our daily life. I was twenty three years old when I lived in U.S.A. I think it could be the reason that I achieved my goal to speak English as fluent as a native speaker, while I was living in U.S.A, because I had had theoretical knowledge rather than practical knowledge and experience. 
   I believe CLT (Communicative Language Teaching) is a good methodology for students. Learning another language, fluency is more important than forms. Even we speak in our native language, we make many grammatical mistakes, and sometimes people use different expressions. It is very important for people who are willing to improve their language skills to be fluent in their communicative situations. As they face to many different events and topics, they will naturally try to get involved in the conversation, and they will get the linguistic sense from it. 
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
