Materials:
- White board ＆board markers

- Pictures (for eliciting)

- 17 worksheets (for drilling)

- 17 worksheets (for post – activity)

- 4 game sheet (for main activity)

- 1 dice, 4markers each group

Aims:
- Students will know and practice the form, meaning and use “all (of), some (of), most (of), no/ none (of)” by playing game and completing worksheets

Language Skills:
- Listening: teacher’s instructions and explain, classmates’ answers

- Speaking: drilling, practice activities

- Reading: worksheets’ instructions and questions

- Writing: writing answers in worksheets

Language Systems:
- Grammar: all (of), some (of), most (of), no/none (of)

- Phonology: listening to instruction and explanations, drilling 

- Function:  using determiners suitable for specific/unspecific groups

Assumptions:
- Students are familiar with teacher’s teaching style.

- Students are intermediate level.

- Students know the meaning of “all, some, most and no”
Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Students may not clearly understand the class 

-> Providing more examples

- If time is short

->Delaying checking answers for worksheets (for post activity) next class 
- If there is more time than expected,

->Have students speak some sentences among the answers of the game.
