	Hello, everyone. Welcome to Fun and Practical Grammar Exercise Class”.

Ok, let’s say that you get a question like “How were you yesterday?”, or “How are you today?”. What will you say? 
To begin with, you would think about which verb tense to use. Yes, as a matter of fact, we can find it clear in a daily conversation among people.
 Let’s say you are told that “what did you do last night?”. 
What’s his or her response for it if you say like
-> “I will do my homework or I do my homework.”? T.T

Of, course he/she probably say “Sorry,” or “what do you mean?” or “Excuse me,” etc. Such a mistake perhaps makes people either confused, embarrassed or misunderstand you. However, that’s common mistakes we, non-native speakers, do.  
 So we need to be careful to use appropriate verb tenses in each situation. Today, we will go over ‘Simple verb tenses, Present, past and Future tense’.

	Instruction -Type of verbs 

Ok, everyone before going to learn main grammar lesson I’m going to give you various types of verbs in terms of present, past and past participle through ABC form.
 Why we need to learn types of verb is because the verb describes and modifies a noun differently depending on timeline. 
ABC form means that A represent present verb, B represents past verb, C represent past participle. 
For example, verb ‘Give’ is present, ‘Gave’ is past and ‘Give’ is past participle. Hence, verb ‘Give’ shows ABC form due to show all different types of verb depend on timeline.  
However, some verb’s forms represent ABB, ABA, and AAA form. ABB form means past verb is same as past participle, ABA form means present verb is as same as p/p, and AAA mean present verb is same as past and past participle.

	1. Present  Verb Tense

If it is present’s  fact, movement or state

For example ‘He always works hard for his job’

                       ‘They like to eat  pizza every weekend’ 

Oh, also don’t forget that if pronoun is he/she/it there is “s” in front of verb. They/ You / I /we there is no “s” in front of verb. 

If it is present’s habit or repeating action

For example ‘I brush my teeth  before I go to bad’ 

                       ‘He always exercises before dinner’ 

Also without care about time, if it is real fact (theory)

For  example ‘Light  travels faster than sound ‘

                       ‘The moon moves around the earth

Present verb also can be used in many different types of situation .However I will teach them next class due to lack of time. The next teacher will teach you about Past Verb Tense.

Before we get started, when can we use a past verb tense? 

Ok, great! The past tense is used to describe an event at a specified time in the past. Namely, Past tense expresses an action or situation that was started and finished in the past.
Most past tense verbs end in -ed. As we learned at the beginning, the irregular verbs have special past tense forms which must be memorized.
T shows another slide on the white board with beam-projector.

Chart—Time Clues and Verb Tense
Yesterday/last year/ month/ etc.
before /for five weeks/days/etc.
one year/ month ago
These time clues are commonly used with the past tense.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

→Pick students randomly and ask them questions. If they do not seem to understand completely, go through main points quickly and deal with them after lesson.


Students may have higher knowledge of verb tenses


→Try to use more advanced words


Some students may ask irrelevant questions


→Ask them if teacher can deal with their questions after lesson
