	1. 1) Explain how to play the game to students:

       First divide the students into two groups. Let each group to stand in one line.  Pick a volunteer in each group.  The volunteer acts out a charade (let the student pick their own words that express their feelings) only for the next person in the line, who in turn acts out for the next person.  The last person standing in line attempts to guess what the original clue was.
