T: Hello class! How are you?

What did you do during last weekend?

(The teacher lets students talk about their experience.)

I had a good time watching an animation, the prince

Of tennis. Have you ever seen this? (T shows the pictures.) (Students answer.)

Well, Guys, do you like animations? What is your favorite? (Students answer.)

Today, I prepared a 3D animation for our listening lesson. 

I hope you will like it and develop listening & speaking skills with this interesting animation video clip. Does it sound good to you, guys?

	Procedure:

T: Do you like shopping for clothes? So are you picky for clothes? Today we’re going to learn some about it. Before we start the main lesson, let us check out some vocabulary.

1.vocabulary

(T serves round the vocabulary worksheets, The Picture Dictionary –a clothing store)

T: Repeat after me.

“a fitting room”
A fitting room means a room at a clothing store where you can put on clothes to see how they look on you….

(T explains the definition of each word.)

T: Now we are going to do a matching words activity.

(T distributes the matching words worksheets)

Instuction 

Match the words on the left side to their respective definitions on the right side. Draw a line when you match them. Work on your own. You’ve got 3 minutes.

Demonstration

I’ll show you how first. Let’s do this all together. The first word on the left is “a fitting room”, what is the definition of this word? (Students answer.) Right! So we have to draw a line between “a fitting room” and “a room at a clothing store where you can put on clothes to see how you look”
Now you’ve got it, right? Okay, go!  

CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone or in pairs?

How much time do you have for the task? 

(T monitors discreetly)

T: Let’s check the answers together. What is the definition of “rack ”? (T checks all the answers orally with the students) Okay, now let’s move on to the main lesson!

	Main Activity 

	Materials:  a 3D animation video clip and dialogue scripts

	Time

	Procedure:

T: Now we’re going to watch a 3D animation video clip.

Guess what it is about? (T elicits the answer from the students to get their attention.) That’s right. It’s about a clothing store. Let me explain some background information. While Lisa is in the fitting room of another clothing store trying on clothes, Nick finds a pair of jeans that he likes. Then a saleswoman approaches him. Now I want you to Listen closely to the dialogue and try to find out what is going on. Please focus on who are talking now, where this is happening and what they are talking about while you are listening.

So, what are you supposed to focus on?

(T plays the video clip just one time.) 

T: How was it? Was it difficult to understand or was it a piece of cake? Did you pay attention enough to catch any information? Listen once again, and after that we’re talking about what is happening. 

(T plays the video clip once again.)

Now tell me what is going on in the dialogue.

Who are talking now? 

And then, where are they talking now? And finally, what is it that they are talking about? (T elicits the answers from students individually.)

Well done, class. All of you did a good job. Now let’s get inside of the dialogue. I will play the video clip now and I want you to listen chunk by chunk. When I pause the player, repeat after their words. (T has them listen sentence by sentence and repeat after the sounds. T makes it clear whenever they finish repeating and lets them repeat twice more. And T explains everything important in every sentence. )

T: Let’s listen to the dialogue once again.

T: Now let’s do role-plays.  Men take the role of Nick and women take the role of Clerk. Okay, Clerk go! (T has them practice the dialogue and lets them execute in pairs. And T lets some of them show it in front of the others. After all is done, T distributes the dialogue scripts in order for Ss to check up.)

	Procedure:

T: Class, now I want to give you some chances to check your listening ability. So now it’s time for small test.

(T distributes the comprehension worksheets.)

Look at the paper. There are 2 questions for a dialogue. 

CCQ
So how many dialogues are there? (Students answer 1.)

How many questions are there for the dialogue? (Students answer 2.)

All right, guys. Let’s read the questions altogether. What does it say? (T helps Ss understand the task one by one.)

Now all of you got it, right? Listen for it! Start.

(T plays the mp3 CD. After playing twice, T checks the answers with students.) 

T: Now let’s check out the answers. (T lets some of students answer to the questions individually. After that, T repeats the right answers aloud and gives some explanation of key points and how we know the answers. And T lets them listen one more time and finally serves out the scripts. )

 Feed back& Wrap up

Did you have fun, today?

Did you learn a lot? What did you learn?

Good job, guys! I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson and learned really a lot. Tomorrow, we are going to learn section 2,”A day at the movies”. Are you excited?  Okay, that’s all for today. Thank you.

Materials: 


a 3D animation video clip of “paying for clothes” & an mp3 CD for listening comprehension questions


10 copies of picture dictionary, “a clothing store”(vocabulary matching worksheets)


10 copies of a dialogue script of “paying for clothes” & 10 copies of an additional dialogue script


10 copies of listening comprehension question worksheets for the additional dialogue


a board , markers & some animation pictures

















Aims: 


To develop intensive listening & speaking skill by watching a video clip and doing a listening comprehension question worksheet.


To learn some expressions for shopping by watching a video clip, doing a matching worksheet and checking out a dialogue script with a teacher. 





Language Skills:


Listening: listening to the sounds of video clip and an mp3 CD for comprehension questions


Speaking: repeating after the dialogue sounds and learning vocabulary & expressions


 





Language Systems: 


Discourse & function: watching a video clip and going through the script


Lexis: learning shopping related vocabulary


Pronunciation: watching a video clip and repeating after the sounds














Assumptions:





Most of students are good visual and auditory learners.


Students know some words for shopping.


Students are mostly able to catch what they already know when they listen to something.


Students understand well the teacher’s style of teaching.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may have different speeds for processing info obtained by listening.


-The teacher lets them listen chunk by chunk and gives listening tips in advance in order for every student to follow up in time.


 Some of the students may have difficulty in doing the comprehension question worksheet.


-The teacher has students try themselves first and gives some help if necessary.


Some of the students may not join the class actively.


-The teacher approaches individually as possible as she can (by eliciting proper answers from the type of students).


  In case that someone needs more time or finishes his/her task too fast, the teacher can be flexible with time by skipping an unimportant step or giving extra work.  
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
