	1. Listen for main idea

- Play the CD of the recorded dialogue twice

- Ask Ss to discuss the answers in groups and monitor discreetly

- Check the answers together and set the main idea up
- Ask Ss to tell any words they heard and write them on the board
- Teach the context words among the above words        Ex) Hurt, Sprained 

- mime & situations

- Ask Ss to predict the story with the words on the board

2. Listen for the details
- Provide the detailed questions  by speaking
Ex) What body part does the patient have pain in? /
How do the parts seem?/
What was the patient doing when he hurt himself?

CCQ
Ask Ss to answer what they are going to do.

- Play the CD twice
- Ask Ss to discuss the answers in groups 
- monitor discreetly, and sometimes encourage them
- Check the answers together and correct 
3. Grammar & Vocabulary
- Distribute the worksheets
1) Worksheet part 1 for Grammar : ‘present and present perfect progressive

Instructions
Ask Ss to compare the two situations in the example question

Ask Ss to say the difference  

Explain the usage and ask Ss to answer the rest two questions.
Tell about how to mark the answer with a circle 

CCQ
Ex) What are you supposed to do?
- Check the answers by asking the class together to answer
2) Worksheet part 2 for Vocabulary
Instructions
Ask Ss to match the pictures with the words from the side box in groups
Demonstration

Answer the first two questions with explanation
CCQ
Ex) Where can you get the words? / Do you work alone?
- Check together by asking some Ss to tell each answer
(*You can add some new vocabulary for a role play by answering Ss’ questions)

4. Role-Play
Instructions
Ask each group to make a dialogue for 10 minutes and perform
Give three conditions by writing on the board
1) with 5 or 6 sentences

2) between Dr. and a patient
3) Using the words in the worksheet.

Ask each group to make two pairs for role play after making the dialogue.
CCQ
How many sentences do you need?/ Who performs the role-play?
- Monitor discreetly 

- Sometimes encourage the interaction between Ss by asking a question.

6 copies of worksheet for Grammar (of Present perfect progressive) and Vocabulary (related to body parts)


My body as a realia of body parts





Aims:  -   To learn new vocabulary and expressions for describing their body when any body part hurts by completing the worksheet


To practice listening by listening to the teacher’s questions, the students’ role play, CD Dialogue, etc.


To practice speaking by answering, discussing in groups, practicing a role play





Language Skills:


Listening : the teacher’s questions including the guiding and detailed ones, instructions, and CCQs, discussing in groups, other students’ role play, CD


Speaking : group discussion to answer the questions and make a dialogue, practice the role play


Reading and Writing : by working on the worksheet and making a dialogue





Language Systems:


Phonology : the new vocabulary of nouns and verbs related to the body parts


Lexis           : the new vocabulary of nouns and verbs related to the body parts


Grammar   : Present Perfect Progressive











Assumptions:


Ss want to learn what they can use in their current life.


Ss often hurt any body part and talk about it in the real life.


Ss have confidence in completing the task with the vocabulary given.


Ss have the feeling of success and the effect of repetition by performing the role play





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


In eliciting, if no one knows the answer, the teacher presents it.


In order not to spend a lot of time in making a dialogue, put some conditions.


If the class is short of time, pass the performance to the next time.


If the lesson I planned finishes early, ask Ss to tell about their experience about the body
