Picture 1,2 ( for eliciting the topic)
Wall chart for demonstration
White Board, Board marker
Blank page (3 copies)


	Aims:

-Ss can become more fluent and confident by practicing speaking with comfortable partner.
-Ss will share their experiences as an interviewee.
-Ss are able to learn how to share their opinions in English with other Ss.
-Ss can practice and improve speaking, listening, writing by working in pairs.
-To learn language they need in their own life by doing a role play.
-Ss can practice expressing their opinions.



	Language Skills:

-Listening : Listening to T’s instructions, demonstration/ classmate’s opinion, role play.
-Reading : Reading the wall chart for demonstration.
-Speaking : Sharing Ss experience of interview, participating in pair work.
-Writing : Making script for role play.



	Language Systems:

-Lexis : New expressions in the wall chart for demonstration.
-Phonology : Pronunciation and stress of vocabulary
-Function : Predicting, giving and receiving opinions stating during interview.
-Discourse : Expressing opinion, sharing experiences about job interview.



	Assumptions:

Ss already know
→Ss are at an intermediate level.
→Ss are able to express their ideas and opinions in English.
→Ss are mostly active. The class will work well in pairs or groups.
→Familiar with role plays and acting out in front of the class.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not know the difference between interview and interviewee

→Explain the meaning of both words.

If the role play is too difficult for Ss

→T will give them tips and hints to help Ss create the role play.
Ss finish their task earlier than expected
→Have Ss practice their role play and switch positions.
The post task can finish earlier than expected
→Review today’s topic and get Ss feelings.

If there are errors from the role plays 

→Note the errors and let the Ss know and make Ss correct the errors themselves.
If there is not enough time

→Skip a few questions from the post task.

	Whole class
	Ss tell what they did.
	<Greeting>

Hello everyone. How are you? Did you have good weekdays? What did you do?

That’s very nice.



	8 min
	Whole class
	Ss answer T’s questions. And tell the class about their job interview experiences.
Ss read the vocabulary.
	<Eliciting and Prediction>

(Eliciting today’s topic from Ss by the use of picture.)

(Put up the picture on the board.)

Look at these pictures.

What do you think these people are doing?

Right, this is a picture of an interview.

(If Ss don’t know the meaning, explain it.)
These men in the picture are interviewers.

( Pointing at picture 1.)

(If Ss don’t know the meaning, explain it.)

Then what is this woman?

Yes, that’s right. She is an interviewee.

(If Ss don’t know the meaning, explain it.) (Write interview, interviewer, interviewee on the white board.)

Let’s read this vocabulary.

(Let the Ss know the accurate pronunciation and stress.)
Very good. Today we are going to talk about job interviews.

Now let’s talk about your own experiences of job interviews briefly.
<CCQs>

What kind of situation are you going to talk about? {Job interview}

Are you going to talk your experience? {Yes}

Question

(Ask a student.)

Have you ever taken a job interview?

If the answer is yes :

What kind of job have you got?

How was it?

If the answer is no :

What kind of job do want?

(Tell the student who answered.)

OK, Good.  Now you have to choose the next student and ask about his or her job interview experience. And the next student should do the same.

	Listen to instructions.
Read the wall chart with T.
	<Instructions>

Now we are going to prepare a role play about a job interview situation.

I want you to create a 4 minute job interview situation based on your real life.

You can choose the topic from your experience or something that would happen to you.

You are working in pairs. 

You two, you two(With gestures.)

And  you three are going to be a group.

(Pointing at the last three Ss.)

One student of the pair has to be the interviewer, and the other student has to be the interviewee.

 (Pointing at the three student group.)

And in your case, all of you have to have a part in the role play.

<CCQs>

How long is your role play? {4 minutes}

Are you working alone? {No}

You can make a script if you want, but you can’t read it while you do your role play.

(Put up the wall chart on the board.)

<Demonstration>

There is an example on the chart.

(Ask 2 Ss.) Can you read this chart with me?

_____(One student) will be the interviewer, and _____(Another student) can be the interviewee.

[Demonstration dialogue]
M: Hello, Ms. Jones? Please, come in and sit down. 

W: Thank you. 

M: So, you’re applying for the position of computer technician. 

W: Yes, that’s right. 

M: My name is Mr. Smith, and I will be interviewing you today. 

W: Nice to meet you. 

                    ~
M: Just one more question. Why do you want to work for us? 

W: Your company is well-known and is respected in the computer industry. I would really like a chance to be part of your company. 

M: OK. Thank you for coming in. I’ll be in touch. 

W: Thank you. Goodbye. 

OK, very good.

I will give you 10minutes to prepare your role play.

<CCQs>

What kind of situation do you have to prepare? {Job interview situation}
How much time  do you have? {10minutes}

	Ss prepare the role play.
	(Monitoring and answering the student’s questions.)


	Task Realization

	Whole class
	Ss Listen to instructions.
	<Instructions>

Now, I want everybody to perform their role play in front of the class. Like I said you can’t read your script when you’re performing. Each pair has 4 minutes.

Listen carefully while other Ss are performing.

And if there is anything helpful you can take a note. 

<CCQs>

Do you have to pay attention to other pairs? {Yes}

What is your time limit? {4 minutes}

Who wants to go first?

Isn’t there any volunteers?

(If anybody doesn’t volunteer, pick a pair.)

Then let’s start with (Pick any student). After you finish, you have to choose the next pair.

	Pairs
	Ss perform their role play.
	(Trying not to interfere, but take note of interesting language or any problems with the Ss that arise.)

Everybody did a good job.

	Materials: White board, Board marker

	If there are errors, Ss correct them on the board.

Ss answer the question.
	<Language Focus, Feedback & Evaluation>

Did you pay attention to other role plays?

1.Language Focus

(If there were any notes while Ss performed their role plays, let the Ss know about the notes and if there were errors, correct them.)

(Write a number of sentences on the board. Give the marker to the Ss and encourage them to make correction.)

2.Feedback & Evaluation

<Instructions>

Now let’s talk about the role plays that you just performed.

If you have to prepare an interview, what do you want to steal from other pairs?

(Write the answers on the board.)

Is there anything to be careful from other role plays?

(Write the answers on the board.)

Do you have any other tips for a good interview?

(Write the answers on the board.)

<Closing>

Today we talked about job interviews. Did you enjoy the activity today?

Does anybody have some questions?

Preparing an interview is very important. Because it would make your life better.

I hope you learned a lot from this class. And I hope you will do well on your future interview.

(Dismiss the class if there’s no question.)
