	Goals:

To have Ss think actively and creatively 

To improve listening skills by listening the News in the video clip and filling in the blanks.

To practice listening by a teacher’s instruction and other Ss’ talks. 

To practice reading skill by reading the News script. 

To practice pronunciations by speak out vocabularies aloud.

To improve speaking by discussion & presentation with other Ss and an interview activity.

	Assumptions:

The Ss have experienced listening English News.

The Ss have enough knowledge of vocabularies.

The Ss are already familiar with a teacher’s teaching style.

The Ss actively participate in the class.
The Ss have heard cases of cloned someone or things at least once before.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not know many vocabularies in the News script than a teacher expected.
(Let Ss ask vocabularies that they do not know 
Ss may not understand the contents in the News script 
(Repeat the News as many as possible until most Ss can understand.

Ss may have hard time to listen the blank parts of the News in the script.

(Repeat the parts over and over again. (pause-play-pause-play)

Hello, everyone. How are you? What a hot day, today, isn’t it? 
_____, I heard your sister had twins at a birth yesterday. How are they? What did you feel at that time? Please, tell us a little bit about your experience.
(Share _____’s experience with Ss & Elicit some vocabularies related to twins if possible) 


	Pre-activity: “If I am twins, I want to do _____.”

	Time: 7 min / Materials: White board & marker

	Procedure
Now, are you ready to start off today’s lesson with a pre-activity? 

(Write down the sentence “If I am twins, I want to do _____.” on the board & Let Ss speak out the sentence aloud) 
Ok, Let’s make 4 groups of 3 and talk what you want to do if you are twins.
Each one of you will speak out your own opinion in your group, and then present one person from each group about your group’s idea.

I’ll give you 4 minutes to discuss.

(Instruction)

For 4 minutes, the teacher walks around the class and checks how the discussion is going in each group. If any student has any trouble like lack of some vocabularies, the teacher tries to elicit easier words from the student.

Ok, everyone. Now, let’s share your group’s opinion with other Ss.

(Demonstration)
Teacher: Ask for each group’s interesting opinion 

Ss: Speak out ideas what they have discussed in their group
(CCQs)
What vocabularies are you supposed to use to describe?

Who are you working with?

Does each of you have chance to speak out your own opinion in your group?
How much time do you have?  



	Main-activity: 
Listen to the News & Fill in the blanks on the News script & discuss the News content “Hero 9/11 Dog Trakr To Be Cloned”

	Time: 25 min / Materials: White board & board marker, picture 1, vocabulary lists sheet (12 copies), worksheet A: Questions about the News (12 copies), worksheet B:  News script “Hero 9/11 Dog Trakr To Be Cloned” with some blanks (12 copies), video clip “Hero 9/11 Dog Trakr To Be Cloned”

	Procedure
Ok, everyone. We have discussed what we want to do if we are twins so far. 

Now, imagine that someone, who is similar to or seem to be exactly the same as you, exists. What do you feel? 
Does anyone can guess what today’s main topic is related to this idea? 

(Elicit from Ss)
Ss speak out several vocabularies that can describe this idea.

Right! “CLONE”

Today, we are going to talk about “Clone”

(Write down “Clone” on the board & post up a picture 1 on the board & distribute 12 copies of vocabulary lists sheet and 12 copies of worksheet A)

We’ll listen to the News related to this picture. 

Before we start listening the News, let’s look at the vocabularies.

Everyone, please repeat after me.

(Instructions)

Let Ss speak out vocabularies on the lists aloud. If some Ss have problems with pronouncing the words, the teacher uses error-correction with the Ss.

Ok, everyone. Let’s look at the questions on the worksheet A.

______, can you read question #1 with a beautiful voice?

______, can you read question #2 with a sweet voice?
______, can you read question #3 with a confidence voice?
(Instructions)

Let Ss read the questions and if the Ss are confused with the questions, the teacher will ask other Ss to explain it. If all Ss can’t explain the confusing question, the teacher will help. The teacher will play the video clip only once for the 1st time, but the teacher lets Ss know not to be nervous to find all the answers at the first try. 
(CCQs)
Do you exactly understand what the vocabularies mean?

Can you pronounce the vocabularies correctly?

Do you understand what these questions’ answers are supposed to be?

Now, let’s listen to the News and think what this News mainly talks about and the answers for the questions.
(Instructions)

Play the video clip without pause. After listening to the News for the 1st time, ask Ss what this News mainly talks about and let Ss guess what the answers for each question are supposed to be. If Ss are not able to do it at the 1st try, the teacher plays the video clip once again.

Ok, I’ll play the video clip one more time. Please listen carefully at this time and try to get the answers for the questions as many as possible.
(CCQs)
Do you briefly understand what the News mainly talks about?

Can you hear the vocabularies that we have covered right before starting listening the News?

Can you have all the answers to the questions at the first try?

Now, let’s talk about the News.

_______, what does this News mainly talk about?

(Instructions)
If a student answers the question correctly, go to the questions 1 & 2 on the worksheet A. If the student answers the questions incorrectly, ask to another student

Ok, let’s move on to the questions on the worksheet A.

_____, what is your answer for #1?

Does anyone get a different answer?

(Elicit from Ss)

Ok. _____, what is your answer for #2?

Does anyone get a different answer?

(Elicit from Ss)

(CCQs)

Did you get the same answers as your classmates’ answers?
(Distribute 12 copies of worksheet B) 
Everyone, you have to fill in the blanks on the worksheet B at this time. So, please listen carefully and fill in the blanks.

(Instructions)

The teacher plays the video clip without pause this time and makes sure all Ss are more focus on the blank parts to fill in the blanks.

Ok, does everyone fill in the all blanks?

(Ask Ss randomly for the answers. Even the answer is right, ask other Ss for agreements)
Ok, this time, I’ll play the video clip one more time with pause when the blank parts are spoken. Please listen carefully.

(Instructions)

The teacher plays the video clip one more time and uses the way “Pause-Play-Pause-Play” at the blank parts to make Ss focus more on the parts effectively.

The teacher can decide how many times the teacher will use this way until all Ss catch the answers.
Ok, everyone. Check your answer with your classmate next to you and complete the answers if you didn’t fill in the all blanks.

(Instructions)

Let Ss check their answers with their partner. The teacher walks around the class and helps Ss if both of them couldn’t get the answers.

The teacher can give the Ss extra time if they need it: 1minute
(CCQs)
How many times do you have to hear the News to get the all answers?
Who are you working with?

If you don’t get all the answers, what are you supposed to do?

Interview & presentation: “I want to clone ______.”

	Procedure
Ok, everyone. We have listened to the particular News related to today’s topic “Clone” so far.

(Distribute 12 copies of worksheet C)

Now, let’s think about what you want to clone and why.

Let’s make 6 groups of 2 and talk and interview with your partner about what you want to clone and why. When you finish a group discussion, I’ll randomly choose some of you and you will present your partner’s opinion in front of us. Sounds great? Ok. Let’s start.  

(Instruction)

The teacher walks around the class when Ss interview their partner. The teacher acts as an “Enabler” if Ss’ work is going well. Likewise, the teacher can be an “Involver” if Ss need teacher’s help during the work. 
The teacher can give the Ss extra time if they need it: 1 minute
Any volunteers to present what you’ve talked with your partner?

(Instructions)

If there is a volunteer, let the student present it. If there is no volunteer, the teacher can choose Ss randomly.

I heard group __ had some interesting opinion about it. 

_____, would you be good enough to present it in front of us?

(After the Ss present their partner’s opinion, the teacher can wrap-up today’s lesson)

Ok, everyone. Today, we have lessoned CLONE and I believe all of you have some ideas about CLONE now. I believe nobody have a right to tell whether CLONE has totally merits or not. It might have both merits and demerits side in various points of view.
Thanks for participating in today’s class actively and creatively.

(CCQs)
What does your partner want to clone?

Vocabulary lists 

Clone (Noun/Verb)
If someone or something is a clone of another person or thing, they are so similar to this person or thing that they seem to be exactly the same as them.

Canine (Adj)
related to dogs.

Replicate (Verb)

If you replicate someone's experiment, work, or research, you do it yourself in exactly the same way

Predecessor (Noun)
The predecessor of an object or machine is the object or machine that came before it in a sequence or process of development.

Degenerative (Adj)

A degenerative disease or condition is one that gets worse as time progresses.

Neurological (Adj)

related to the nervous system.
