Lesson Plan

My Double Eagle gold coin has been disappeared!!!

Level:               Upper Intermediate

No of Students:     16
Length:             3 hours
Materials:

  -  Listening CD & CD player (Tracks 1~5; about 5 mins each)
-  White board, board markers
-  Vocabulary worksheet (16 copies each)

-  Reading worksheet (16 copies each)

-  Grammar worksheet (16 copies each)

-  4 illustrations 

-  Pens, papers
Aims:

· To learn vocabulary associated with detective story by working on matching worksheet
· To understand key points of the story and sequence
· To predict the end of story with imaginations
· To practice expressions by discussing with group members

Language Skills:

· Listening: the speakers’ descriptions about the story from CD
· Reading: vocabulary and reading comprehension worksheets
· Speaking: prediction, sharing ideas within groups

· Writing: completing story with own creation
Language Systems:

· Lexis: vocabularies used in detective story 
· Function: past perfect (had + past participle) and past perfect continuous (had been + ~ing)
· Structure: expressions for discussion 
Assumptions:

· Students are interested in detective story
· Students feel comfortable and excited to listen to new story
· Students know the teacher’s style of teaching and pronunciation

· Students feel free to have discussion with classmates
· Students can create their own story

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not know some vocabularies
→ Deliver similar words or give some example sentences
· Students may not be able to take details from the listening
→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
· If time is short
    → Be flexible with the time. Cut post-activity time short 
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

    → Swap one person with other groups and share each group’s idea
References:

· Reading to Discussion
Warmer (20 mins)

Make groups of 4 at the beginning. Show students 4 different illustrations (which related to today’s topic) and let each group has one picture. Students are going to share their ideas and create a short story of the picture. After discussing, one representative of each group stands in front of class and describe what is going to happen in that picture.     
Pre-activity [vocabulary] (10 mins)
Ask students to think of possible or related vocabularies that they might be encountered with a detective story. They might say some words such as investigator, suspect, assume, witness, evidence, etc. Then, hand out vocabulary worksheets. Students are given some difficult words but they possibly guess each meaning. 
Instruction

Work individually. Please fill in the gaps with the words that match the meaning. I will give you 10 minutes to complete the worksheet.
Main Activity (1.5 hours)

Tell students that they are going to listen to a detective story and they are going to take notes while listening. 
[Listening activity-45 mins] 
Instruction

Now, listen to the story very carefully. You may take some notes on your own paper. Are you ready?
Playing track 1
To the untrained eye, it appeared that 13-year-old Jimmy Bloom was concentrating on the book about wild orchids on his lap. However, a more careful observer would have noted that Jimmy’s attention was not on the orchids but rather on listening in on his parents’ conversation in the kitchen. “It’s too dangerous, Gavin!” Jimmy’s mother whispered loudly. “He’ll be with me!” His father’s shouted. Exactly 1 hour 22 minutes ago, Gavin Bloom received a phone call from New York requesting his services. Jimmy’s father was an international private investigator….

When the 1st track finishes, pause for a while so that students can remind story. Then play 2nd, 3rd, 4th, and 5th tracks with same method.
[Speaking activity-45 mins] 
Instruction

OK. Was everyone enjoyed the story? Does everyone understand? Well, what do you think about this story? And what is going to happen next? Please think about it and finish this story with your own imagination.  
After 5 minutes, students are going to get into groups of 4 and share their ideas and opinion. Students may use diverse expressions for discussion. For example, ‘what do you think about gold coins?’ ‘What is your opinion about Mrs. Spencer?’ ‘Don’t you agree that Mr. Bloom is going to chase Mr. Clone?’ ‘I suppose Jenna Black is the suspect.’ etc. Then each student is going to describe their own story. 

[Break time – 15 mins]

Post-activity [reading/grammar] (35 mins)
Hand out worksheets for reading comprehension for reading the questions and choose the correct answers and grammar exercise for past perfect and past perfect continuous. 
Homework (10mins)

Get students to write out a short summary of the story from chapter 1 to 5. And ask students to complete the story with their own creation. They are going to have presentation for next class with their own story. They would prepare drawing or some other stuff which help their description.
