Materials:
- Lyric worksheet x 10-15
- Board & board markers
- mp3 music file & laptop & speakers or CD & CD player (5min/song)

Aims:
- Focus on the rhyming scheme
- Understand English metaphors

- Motivate students’ interests in English music
- Improve English listening skills through songs
- Pick up the exact words for the worksheet while listening
- Learn the differences between British & American English
- Practice communication skills by discussing a specific topic on music

- Enjoy the lesson!!!
Language Skills:

- Listening: Songs & discussion
- Reading: Lyrics from the worksheet

- Writing: Dictation of the song & Writing a paragraph about discussion
- Speaking: Discussion on music & Sing along at closing (if time available)
Language Systems:
- Rhyming scheme

- Idioms & metaphors used in lyrics
- Fluent rather than clear pronunciation
Assumptions:
- Students are used to American English
- Students have the basic vocabulary for dictation
- Most students are accustomed to modern English pop/rock music
Errors & Solutions:
- Students may not be able to follow the song
> Replay the music or slow it down a little
- Students may not know a specific vocabulary
> Provide a list of vocabulary with English definition
- Students may get stuck during the group discussion
> Join the group and get the discussion going or provide examples

Lead-In
Time: 5min / Materials: Board & Board markers
Whole Class
Good morning everyone! How do you do today?
I’m recently into modern Indi-pops these days. Do you have any favourite music or band? If you do, please share your thoughts with the class. (Direct students with opinions)

Pre-Activity
Time: 10min / Materials: Worksheet, Board, Board markers
Whole Class
Today’s topic is called, “Music 4 Life”, but before we get on with the main exercise, let’s have a look at the new vocabulary list. (Hand out the worksheet)

Instruction


Match the new vocabulary list with the correct definition. We’re going to work together. Later you may check your answers in a group.

Demonstration

Main Activity
Time: 25min / Materials: Worksheet, mp3 music file & laptop & speakers or CD & CD player
Whole Class
Now we’re going to listen to a song “A thousand trees” by a British band, ‘Stereophonics’. We will listen twice so don’t get too nervous if you can’t catch every word for the first trail. (Play the music 5min. x2)
Instruction

Fill in the gap (Task 2) as you listen to the song. You will listen to it twice.

What do you think about the song? Were you able to understand its metaphors and meanings? Let’s briefly talk about this music before checking the answers. (5min.)
OK. Make a group of 3-5 with people sitting next to you and check the answers so we can correct ourselves. I’ll give you 2min. to do this. (Form groups of 3-5 in circular seating plan and check)
