Demonstration

Look at #1 face.  So draw line to the “happy”.
CCQ

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

What should  you do?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning:30 seconds left

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.

Check answers: let students mach that correctly.

· Go through the feelings one by one

· Elicit the meaning from students

· Explain the feelings if necessary

	Procedure:
1. Listening for the Main Idea(general understanding)

Instructions

Put your pens down. Close your eyes. Listen to music. What do you think when the singer sing this song? 
CCQ

Can you take notes?
What are you supposed to think about?
(Play the music without stopping)
Do you want to listen again?

· Yes → Have them listen one more time.
· No → Have them share their thoughts.
What do you think when the singer sing this song?

Show students the pictures of the feelings.

Choose the picture.

Compare with their thoughts.
2. Listening for Details

Instructions

Now Listen to the music carefully. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.
CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Play the music.

Let students write answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

· Yes → Play again.
· No → Give them time to write answer.
Now compare the answers with your group members.

Check the answers as a whole class.

Listen to the tracks one last time.

If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students say it out loud.

Assumptions:


Students already know:


how the class is set up and run(there will be 4 student groups at each table)

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be able to follow the passage easily → Follow the task-feedback circle


Students may not be able to pick up words from the music → Chunk the music


Students may need more time to work on the worksheet → If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers


If time is short → Cut post-activity short and only ask 2~3 students to share their song


If Students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated → Ask as many students as possible about their favorite things.
