	Aims:
- Ss can learn many kind of pets and merit and demerit to keep pet.  
- Ss can improve speaking, listening, by working in a group.
- Ss can fill the blanks. 

	

	Language Skills:
- Reading: idioms worksheet
- Listening: concentration CD track
- Speaking: comparing answer within groups
- Writing: dictation listening worksheet

	

	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Key words and new vocabularies in the script
- Function: stating about the life with pet
- Phonology: pronunciation related to vocabularies in the script
- Discourse: sharing experiences about the life with pet


	Assumptions:
students already know:

- Most students have fed their own pet.
- They are mostly active. 
- All students are intermediate. (Age 14~16)
- There will be 4 student groups at each table.

	

	Anticipated Error and Solutions:
- If some students don’t have pet → Let them use their imagination.
- Ss don’t understand key vocabularies → T tells Ss synonyms or explains
if needed.
- If the group discuss is too difficult to them → T will demonstrate how to do 
- Ss finish their task earlier than expected → Have students make presentations.
- Ss take longer to complete their task than expected → T will assign
