Materials:

-15 copies of the comprehension question worksheets. 


-Pictures of the story


-Board and markers.

Aims:


To let Ss get to know new vocabularies.


To let them practice deducing the meaning of the words intuitively from a story. 


Ss will learn vocabularies from the written text.


To let them know the morals of the story.





Language Skills:


Reading: script, worksheets for filling the gaps.


Listening: reading out the story and the dialogue.


Speaking: comparing answers with a partner, answering the questions about the story.


Writing : filling the gaps. 





Language Systems:


Lexis : vocabularies and idioms used in character’s personalities and various situations.


Discourse : group discussion about the comprehension questions.























Assumptions:





Students know how to conjugate past tense verb. 


Most students had work experience before


Students already know how the class is set up and run (there will be 2 student groups at each table.)


Students are familiar with doing role-play. 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not know the correct pronunciation of the words.  


Encourage them to pronounce the words accurately. 





Students may need more time to prepare role play.


Assist and help students what kind of word can be expected and sentence. 





Some of students may have trouble with tense


Encourage them to correct the tense and speak the sentence again. 
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
