



	 Aims:

- Students will improve reading skill by reading the text 
- Students will improve speaking skill by sharing their opinion
- Students will improve skimming skill by answering True or False questions 
- Students will improve scanning skill by doing worksheet 


	 Language Skills:

- Reading : Reading the text (Backpack or suitcase?)
 - Speaking : Sharing opinion with the classmates 
 - Listening : Listening to the teacher’s instructions/other students’ opinions 
 - Writing : Answering the questions on the worksheet 


	Language System:

 - Lexis: Key vocabulary relevant with travel (backpack/suitcase/luggage)
 - Function: Choosing a type of luggage 


	Assumptions:

 - All students have experienced in travel 
 - Students actively participate in the class
 - Students are able to express their ideas and opinions in English

	Procedure:

-Greetings 
Good Morning, everyone. How are you today?
All of you look so tired! And I think I’m tired too, when I feel tired like now, I just want to give up everything and go to travel! 
Don’t you feel like that sometimes? 
Today, we are going to talk about travel. 

(Give some questions to a few students) 

- Where do you want to go if you are going to travel? And why? (Don’t have to write on the WB)
- What do you have to bring when you are travelling? 

(Write the answers on the WB – suitcase/clothes/cosmetics/passport)

Ok, great! Like I said just before, we are going to talk about travel today, but not the whole things. Above all things, we are going to talk about luggage.

	Procedure:
1. Pros and cons 
(Put 2 drawings on the white board)
Ok. Here are 2 things we need to talk about before we start the reading activity.
(Keep giving questions to the students to elicit the information and to make the students feel involved) 
-Backpack : What is this called? Yes, this is called ‘backpack’. How do you use this? Do you hold this on your hand? Tie up around your waist? Or carry this on your back? 
Yes, you are right! You carry this on your back.

	What do you think will be the good thing if you take this bag when you are travelling? 

And what will be the bad thing? 
(Write the answers on the WB)

-Suitcase : What is this? Yes, this is a suitcase. I think most of you have many experiences in using this. 

So what do you think was the good thing when you took this? 

And what was the bad thing? 
(Write the answers on the WB) 

Very good. Now we know what’s good and what’s bad in using backpack and suitcase. 
2. Pre-teach the key vocabulary
Let’s check some vocabulary before we start the reading activity. Here are some words you may not know. 
I will demonstrate these words, I want you to guess what it means. 
-longstanding (debate) : Amy and I are arguing. We have been arguing forever. So we are having a longstanding argument. Can you guess what this word mean? - Something is constantly happening for a long time. 

-pickpocket : Has anyone know what this word mean? (If there is, have her/him demonstrate with another student) Very good. - A person who steals from people’s pocket. 
-fragile : I just dropped a glass. And it’s broken! Was the glass strong? It was fragile. Very easy to get broken or damaged.

	Procedure:
Start a reading activity  
Everyone, we have learnt the key vocabulary and basic information about backpacks and suitcase. 
1.Skimming the main idea by T or F questions 
Now I am going to give you the reading text. I want you to read this individually. I will give you 3 minutes. 
(Walk around the students and monitor them carefully)
Have you all finished? Or do you need more time? 
(If they need more time, give 1 more minute) 

Ok, I will give you some questions, I want you to guess if it’s true or false! 

(Write the questions on the WB) 

1. Backpackers think suitcase-users are experienced travelers. – False 
2. This text gives you some tips when you choose between a backpack and a suitcase. – True 

3. Is the writer saying that you should save money even if you have flaying backpack straps? – False 

Ok, I think you have the main idea of this text. 
So let’s get down to the details. 
2.Scanning the details by doing the worksheet 
I’m going to give the worksheet. There are some questions you need to answer. Work with your partner, share your ideas and opinions. I will give you 3 minutes. 
(Distribute the worksheet)

 (#1 - Reading text) 
Backpack or suitcase?

It’s a longstanding debate: which form of luggage is best?
Most people have to choose between two options: suitcases and backpacks.

Both sides have their fans and antis. Often, suitcase-users label pack-carriers as uncivilized hippies, while backpackers see ‘the other kind’ as inexperienced, awkward travelers.
The truth is that both backpacks and suitcases have their place. If you can’t decide, here are some tips to help choose. 
You might prefer a backpack in the following situations :

You need your hands free (to carry a child, to ward off pickpockets etc) 

You will be travelling over rough roads (such as bumpy roads in the countryside) 

You plan to walk long distances - even in cities  

You have packed a lot of lightweight, wrinkle-free clothes 

You will be getting on and off buses, trains or other types of transportation constantly 

You might consider taking a suitcase if : 
You are travelling with lots of other luggage (such as carry-on pieces) 

You will be mainly in cities that have smooth sidewalks or paths 

You need to keep your clothes tidy, ready-to-wear and presentable 

You have packed a lot of heavy or fragile items, such as books, laptops or gifts 

You are travelling with awkwardly shaped items that might poke you uncomfortably (such as large, firm parcels) 

Either way, invest in quality. 

A backpack with fraying straps or a suitcase that doesn’t have solid, well-built handles and wheels will make your life miserable. 

Don’t sacrifice your travel happiness for pennies.

And, if you’re lucky enough to be travelling light, remember that simple carry-on luggage is the best bet for comfort, flexibility and security.
 (#2 - Worksheet) 

1. In this text, how do backpackers describe suitcase-users? 

· Inexperienced, awkward traveler. 

2. If you need to bring large, firm parcels, which type of luggage should you choose? 

· A suitcase. Why? Because it might poke you on your back. 
3. If you need to carry a child, which type of luggage should you choose?

· A backpack. Why? Because your hands are free when you are carrying a backpack. 
4. What does it mean by “Don’t sacrifice your travel happiness for pennies?” 

· You have flaying backpack straps and your suitcase is not in the good condition, it might get broken in the middle of the trip, then you get in trouble. It means you should not risk any danger because of small amount of money.
5. Which type of luggage would you choose? And why? 

· I think I would choose a suitcase, because my shoulders hurt when I’m carrying a backpack. I can’t put things in it! But if I have a suitcase, I can put anything in it. Even if it’s really heavy. It doesn’t take much effort to move. And when I’m travelling, I always stay in cities!
