	Materials:

	Procedure:

Hi, everyone. How are you?
How was your weekend?
Did you watch the final of baseball game between Korea and Cuba? 

(This is fine as a lead in. I think the time would be 1 minute not 2 minutes.)

	Procedure:

Eliciting
Make Ss guess about the boy a lot as possible as T can
Show the picture of a boy. 

Write down the word Ss answer on the board.
Look at the picture. Is the person a boy or a girl?
Shall we guess about him?
①what is his name and family name?
②How old is he? 

③Where does he live?

④How many brother or sister does he have?

⑤ What does he like playing?
⑥ What is his favorite toy?
⑦What does he look like?
⑧Where is his favorite place?
⑨Who does he play with?

(Good, very good. Make sure you do this and take your time in class. No need to rush this part.) 
Eliciting the word ‘burglar’
Show the picture of a burglar
Here is another picture. 
What does the person do? (You can even say what is his job!)
What is the person?

Ss answer burglar and write burglar on the board. If Ss don’t know the word ‘burglar’, T says and writes it on the board.
Do you have any experience about burglars?
Have burglars broken into your house? (I think if nobody experienced this then you should say about your friend who got robbed before. Even if it’s not true it can be very useful for Ss.) 
Show another picture.

Have you watched the movie ‘Home alone’? (If the picture is of Home Alone then you should ask Ss if they know this movie and elicit the name from them. The more eliciting you do, the more your Ss speak.) 
Can you remember these people?

Kevin met the burglars. What did he do?

If you met burglars in your house, what would you do? 

If the boy we guessed about met burglars in his house, what would he do? (Good prediction here. Make sure you remember what Ss say about the text or write it down on the board simply to check later on while reading.) 
CCQ
1. What do burglars do?
 Do they work in a school? Do they work in a bank? Do they work in a house? Etc

What do they wear? 

Do they bake cakes? Do they teach TESOL courses? Do they steal TVs and money? Questions like this can be very useful and should be performed quickly. 



	Main Activity 

	Materials: White Board & Markers, Worksheets

	Procedure:

Tell about true information of the boy in the picture. Maybe you shouldn’t tell Ss. Get them to read and guess what happened and then check the answers afterwards. If you tell Ss too much then they don’t have to read much.
His name is Russell. He is 4 years old.

He met burglars in his house.

Make Ss guess and answer.

Guiding Questions
1. What did he do?
2. Where are his parents?
3. What happened? (Best to have one or two guiding questions. In this case numbers 1 and 3 are suitable. Number 2 is more like a literal comprehension question)
(distribute the paper )
Make Ss read out a paragraph one by one.
After reading each paragraph, give Ss some questions and make Ss answer.

Some students pick and make the student read out.
1. Why did Russell wake up?

2. What did his parents do?

3. Why did Russell go downstairs?

4. What did the two men tell him?

5. Do you think Russell believed them?

6. Did Russell believe them?

 7. Where was his mother purse?

8. How much money did Russell give them?

8. When did the burglars leave? 

9. What did Russell do for them?

10. When did his parents know about burglary?

11. Was Russell’s father angry with him?

11. Were the burglars arrested? 
(Good)

1. What did Russell think about the burglars?

Task A
Instruction
Here’s the worksheet.  There are answers.
Try to make the questions to these answers.

Work in pairs. I’ll give you 3 minutes.

(distribute the worksheet)
Demonstration
Look at the first. Because he wanted to go to the toilet.

The question is ‘Why did he wake up?’  

You should make appropriate questions.
CCQ
1. Do you make questions?
2. What time do you have? ((How much time do you have?)
3. Do you work alone?
(Use the advice I gave you above to help you) 
T monitors Ss actively.
Time is up. 

Let’s check them together.
Have Ss say the questions and write them on the board
