How many blood types do you know? This could be used for the lead in if your picture is related to the main topic. I think in your case it might be? If so then you could elicit the blood types from the SS.
(to anticipate Ss’ attention)

-Which type do you think the most common in the world?

(The answer is type O)

This country, almost 100% of people have type O.

-Which country is it? (The answer is south America) South America is not a country, it’s a continent. 
-How about Korean? Which type do you think the most common? (The answer is type A)

	Materials : 12 copies of the text, Worksheet 1(T/F Question), marker, and board

	Procedure: 
<Guiding Question>

(Before reading, write guiding question on the board)
 “What are the personality traits to each blood type?” Good. 
(Let Ss think about the guiding question while reading)
Make groups of 4.  Each person in group takes charge of each type, then get together by same type and read text which part you are in charge of.

After reading, go back your group then, explain to your group member. 

(showing demonstration) 
I will give you 3 minutes.

CCQs

How much time do you have?

Which color is type A? B? AB? O?
How many groups do we have?

Are you writing? Are you dancing? Are you singing? Are you reading? ...etc could be used here.
You may begin.

Feedback
Do you need more time to read?

(if yes- give 1minute extra reading time)

What do you think about this question?
(have all three groups answer)

<Answering T/F Question>
You will have a worksheet. Look at the worksheet 1. There are true or false questions. Check in true or false. You can share the information with your group mates. I will give you 3 minutes.

(showing Ss demonstration)

Personality Traits by Blood Type
Beginning in approximately 1930, the Japanese embraced the idea of matching personality traits with one’s blood type. This phenomenon is as popular in Japan as the idea of matching horoscope with personality is in the States.

 Here are the general ideas of each blood type. The Rh factor plays no role in the blood type/ personality idea:

Type O:

Type O’s are outgoing, and very social. They are initiators, although they don’t always finish what they start. Create and popular, they love to be the center of attention and appear very self confident.

Type A: 

While outwardly calm, they have such high standards (perfectionists) that they tend to be balls of nerves on the inside. Type A’s are the most artistic of the blood groups. They can be shy, are conscientious, trustworthy, and sensitive.

Type B:

Goal oriented and strong minded, type B’s will start a task and continue it until completed, and completed well. Type B’s are the individualists of the blood group categories and find their own way in life.

Type AB:

Type AB’s are the split personalities of the blood group. They can be outgoing and shy, confident and timid. While responsible, too responsibility will cause a problem. They are trustworthy and like to help others.

Aims:

Assumptions:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

	-> Encourage Ss to guess from context

-> Cut reviewing today’s topic
