· Ss will improve reading, speaking and listening skills by reading a handout and sharing their ideas.

· Ss will practice using their short-term memory by answering instructor’s questions.

	Language Skills:

· Reading : Read an article and read  their worksheets.
· Speaking : Sharing their ideas and answering questions.

· Writing: Write their own questions and write suggestions on a worksheet.

· Listening : Listen to instructor’s questions and listen to their classmates.



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: Listening to instruction and answering questions.
· Lexis: Learn new vocabulary and phrase ; workforce, cutbacks, distinguish yourself, praise, impact, businesslike, keep up-to-date



	Assumptions:

· Ss all have jobs
· Ss have their own strategies for their work.

· Ss are interested in getting new information for their work.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If Ss are too shy to start talking
          ( You(teacher) start telling them your own experience that is related to the topic)

· If you have too much time left.

(Talk about what employees should NOT do and get some ideas from students.)

	Greeting
*Hello class! Good to see you this morning!

*Today, we will study that is related with our job and our work place!

*I’m sure this will help you to be a better employee!

*Who has a job? Raise your hand!

*Is there something special that you do for your work?(What do you contribute for your work?)

<T, get S’s ideas(about four) and write them on the board>

*So you can see some important stuff what others do for their work.. This is their “something” for their work.

  What is this “something” can be?

<S, answer “Strategy”>

<if not, give them more ideas to say “Strategy”>

-ex: In order to win a war you need good plan.

       What do you call for this good plan?

*Good. So today, we will read about Strategies for keeping your job!
<T, writes “Strategies for keeping your job” on the board>

*Let’s read it together!
<T, let Ss read the topic out loud for 3times>

<T, shows “D” and explain>

*As you can see meanings are all mixed up.

*Find the right definition from a box.

*I will give you 3 minutes.

<T, passes “D” to Ss>

CCQs

*What do you have to find for each word?

<definition>

*How much time do you have?     <3minutes>

<within 3minutes>

*Ok let’s check the answers!
<T, reads 1st definition and ask one S what the right word is.>
*And now you read 2nd definition and choose one person to answer that!

<Ss repeat this until they covered everything>

<If there is any mistakes let the Ss explain it>

*Good job everyone!

*For this time we will just skim through the article.

* S’s name,  what is skimming?

<S, answers>

*Yes. So just read briefly thought it.

*After you are done with skimming I am going to ask you “Yes” or “No” questions.

*I won’t ask you any detail Qs so just be prepared for basic concept for this story. 
*I will give you a minute and 30minutes!

CCQs

*Am I going to ask you a detail question?<no>

*How much time do you have? <1min30secs>

<T, passes the article to Ss>

*You may start now.

Skimming the article
<within a min and 30secs>

Ok everyone! Turn the article over!

<T, asks following questions to each S>

1. Did Bob Simpson do anything wrong? <no>

2. Did dating experts develop these strategies?

<no>

3. Is this article about how to make good copies?                                                   <no>

4. Is this article about how to keep your job? <yes>

5. Did it mention only 3 major strategies?        <no>

6. Is it important for you to make yourself 

valuable?                                               <yes>

7. Did it mention about how to quit your job?

                                                                  <no>

*Well done everyone. 

*This activity required your short-term

 memory and I think everyone did really 

great job!

Making their own questions

*Ok turn the article over again please.
*For this time you are the one who is making a question for the class.

*Scan the article and make a detail question and make it difficult so that no one can answer you! Haha

*Use the bottom part of the article. You have 5 minutes.
CCQs

*Do you need to read the article again? <yes>
*And what do you have to do after you scan it?

<make a question>

*How much time do you have?            <5mins>

<within 5mins>
<T, ask 3 volunteer who would like to ask their Qs to the class>

*Wow you guys made up really practical questions! Excellent!

<T, asks Ss what made them to suggest that >

Closing and Summary

<T, asks following Qs and talk about it with Ss >
1. What did you learn today?

2. How many strategies were there?

    *Can you name it all?

3. What was the one that helped you the most?
    *And why?
4. Are you willing to change your attitude or habits?
*Well, very good everyone.

*I hope you learned some good practical 
strategies today.

*Try to keep these in your mind because I am 
sure that it will help you somehow for your 
future.
