	Aims:

-To be able to read a range of the text in English.
-Ss will improve on skimming and scanning for general/key information related to the topic by main activity.
-Ss will guess the meaning of key words in the context of the text.
-Ss are able to learn how to share their opinions in English with other Ss by eliciting and task B.



	Language Skills:

-Listening : Listening to T’s instruction, demonstration/classmates’ ideas.
-Speaking : Eliciting the topic, sharing ideas in pairs.
-Reading : Reading the text ‘Lists’ and worksheet.
-Writing : Answering T/F/N questions and preparing the presentation.



	Language Systems:

-Phonology : Reading the guiding question.
-Lexis : Vocabulary from the worksheet.
-Function : Predicting, giving and receiving opinions.
-Discourse : Expressing opinion.



	Assumptions:

Ss already know
-The T’s style of teaching and the pace of the class.
-Ss know how to skim and scan.
-Ss are at an intermediate level.
-Ss are able to express there ideas and opinions in English.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

If Ss can’t finish activity in time.
-Give 30 more seconds.
If time is short.
- Reduce the number of Ss presenting.
The post activity may finish earlier than expectation
-Review today’s topic and get Ss’ feeling.
Ss may not know vocabulary in the story.
-Encourage Ss to guess from text.
