<Greeting Students>

< Introduce the topic>

Harry: I want each one of you to think of what you are going to inform your partner for thirty seconds.  So, it is time to choose your partner.  Please stand up and let’s get started!

	Procedure:
<Provide students with paper>
1. Select your topic
Harry: Ok.  I see that you have chosen your partners.  Now, here are 8 topics.  Please choose two topics out of these topics and include the two topics to your introduction.
2. Think carefully and jot down what and how to speak 
Samuel: Is everybody done selecting the topics?  Now, what I would like you to do is think carefully and jot down briefly on the paper what and how to introduce yourself to your partner and classmates.  I will give you three minutes.  Make sure not to write whole script on the paper.  Be brief.
3. Presenting to your partner
Harry: Now, it is time for you to introduce yourself to your partner.  You have three minutes.  When you are done, your partner will start.  Go!
Samuel: If you guys have any questions, we are going to move around to answer your questions.

S: Good job, Harry. Who wants to ask him a question?

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Students may have difficulties in presenting well what they jot down.


Allow students to write down more sentences.





Students finish jotting down and introducing to their partners faster than expected.


Encourage students to elaborate and practice what to say.





Students take longer to jot down and introduce than expected.


Provide students with more time to finish up.
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
