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This paper is going to write about a second language environment that writer have experienced. After explaining the experience, this paper is going to relate writer's personal beliefs to concepts learned in the 'language and learning' and 'Methodologies' modules. 

There was 3 students. They were autonomous and self-directed. They wanted to learn English so they were ready to learn and they had identify their own learning needs although their goals were different. And the teacher was the explainer. He knew his subject very well, but had limited knowledge of teaching methodology. He just convey information to the students, and the students were just listening, perhaps occasionally answering questions and making notes. But there was a difference from the typical explainer. They could be personally involved or challenged because there was only 3 students. The learners got a lot of practice by doing individual exercise after one phase of lecture had finished. The class was similar to traditional classrooms. Because the role were very traditional. The teacher was the authority in the class room. The students did as he said so they could learn what he knew. The lecture's teaching method was similar to GTM (The Grammar-Translation Method). GTM  is called the Classical Method, and it was used for the purpose of helping students read and appreciate foreign language literature. The teacher's goal was students to be able to translate each language into the other. And the students couldn't recognize the importance of ability to communicate in English. So in the class, Students translated the passage from English to Korean. If students could translate from English to Korean, they were considered successful language learners. The teacher asked students to state the grammar rule in Korean and students should be conscious of the grammatical rules and answered in Korean too. After the answer, the teacher decided whether the answer is correct or not. If the answer was incorrect, the teacher gave the right answer. In writer's case, this class was effective in reading and writing. Because these kinds of Korean typical classes emphasize vocabulary and grammar. Students could understand what the teacher said easily and clearly so that the students could learn quickly. But there was much less attention given to speaking and listening. And most of the interaction is from the teacher to the students. So students couldn’t have any actual practice.
 So if the teacher intend that students learn how to communicate and think in English, the teacher have to use the Direct Method after GTM. DM is the effective learning how to use a foreign language to communicate. So this kind of classes use the typical techniques like reading loud, Q&A exercise, Getting students to self correct, Conversation practice, Dictation, Map drawing. In this method, the native language is not allowed, so unless the students take lessons by GTM before these kinds of classes, it would be difficult for students to find out the rule about the grammar. But if the students already know the grammar, the method can be really productive. Finally, The teacher can use "Communicative Language Teaching". CLT's goal is to enable students to communicate in the target language and express the situation. So CLT uses the typical techniques like authentic materials, language games, picture strip stories, Role play. Actually CLT is for who speak fluent or can express one's opinion. So if the students don't have proper ability, they can have a lot of misunderstanding, and lose the topic easily. But it's really useful for whom took the lessons by GTM and DM. The students who takes the lessons of CLT can experience talking in the actual situation.  

In the case of adult learner, it would be more effective to take lessons by the organized lesson plan. The lesson plan is consisted of GTM, DM, CLT. The teacher who uses the GTM should be an explainer and GTM is recommended for beginners. The teacher who uses the DM should be an involver. The involver tries to involve the students actively while still retaining clear control over the classroom. And DM is recommended for pre-intermediate students. The teacher who uses the CLT should be an enabler. The enabler's personality and attitude are an active encouragement to this learning. And CLT is recommended for high-intermediate. If you follow this lesson plan, the students would learn grammatical rule by understanding their first language even if they don't know second language at all. And if they practice conversation after learning grammatical rule, they can speak second language productively and effectively. 
The most important thing is finding the suitable method for the student. 
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
