	 Language Skills:

- Reading: Role cards

 - Speaking: Role play
 - Writing : writing a dialogue




	Language System:

 - Lexis: vocabularies relevant with holiday, travel

 - Function: planning for going on a holiday 

 - Grammar: some error corrections if it’s needed during writing a dialogue

	Procedure:

Good Morning, everyone. How are you today? 
All of you look great. 
Well.. It’s getting hot, isn’t it? When it’s hot like today, I would like to go to a beach and swim in the sea like last year holiday.  How about you? Please tell me any of your holiday experience. 

(Ask a few questions to the students about their experiences about holiday)
Great. All you have a great holiday experience. 
Okay, let’s talk about some plans for going on a holiday. 


	Pre - Activity 

	Materials:  White board and markers, drawings

	Procedure:
Here are some things we need to think about before we go on a holiday. 
(Put 4 drawings on the white board)
-Place : If you are going on a holiday, can you tell me where you want to go? 
(ex : beach, camping in a forest, overseas, travelling other countries – If the students hesitate answering, pick up one student and ask)
-Seasons and weather : Some people want to go on a holiday when it’s snowing. When do you think is the good idea to go on a holiday? When it is really hot or cold? In summer or in winter? 
(A student answers)
And why do you think that? 
(In summer, winter, spring, autumn) 


	
	
	-Transport : What type of transport do you want to use when you go on a holiday? 
(ex : own car, airplane, train)
-People : Who do you want to go with when you go on a holiday? 
(ex : Grandparents, parents, friends, boy/girlfriend)

(Keep giving questions to the students to elicit the information and to make the students feel involved)

	Procedure:
Start a role play 
Instruction
Everyone, we have learnt what we need to think about before we go on a holiday. 
Now I want you work with your partner to write a short dialogue for role play. It does not have to be long! It can be very simple. 
(Walk in front of the students and make 4 pairs and 1 group)
(Give out role cards to the students) 
These are role cards. You don’t have to be yourself in the dialogue, I want you to be someone else. The situation is written in it and there are roles you can take. 
(Pick up a role card and read it loud – So in this role card, you two are couple who are planning for a happy honeymoon) 
Take a role (customer or staff or whatever you want) and when you finish writing a dialogue then practice with your partner. Use your imagination. You have 10 minutes.

Role card 

-make a reservation for a room 

You are going on a holiday and you want to make a booking for a room. 

One of you will be the customer and one of you will be the hotel staff. Don't forget the essential details! (when, how long, how many people etc)

-a couple happily deciding where to go for a honeymoon 

You two just got married, you are so happy to be together. You are planning where to go for a honeymoon. You can show us how happy you are! 

-a couple arguing about going on a holiday 

You two have been married for 20 years, you are arguing with your partner because you want to go on a holiday but your partner wants to stay home relaxing. You both are really angry and you want to yell at each other! 

-friends discussing about transport

You are going on a holiday with your friends. You are discussing what type of transport you want to use on the way. Each of you take one of 3 different type of transports (own car, airplane, train) and explain why you want to use it. 

-asking friend who you would want to go on a holiday with, and why 

You ask to your friend if you were going on a holiday, who he/she would want to go with.(grandparents, parents, friends, boy/girl friend etc) And ask why he/she wants to go with them.
