Topic : People’s appearance

Aims:


Students will learn adjectives that can be used in describing people’s appearances by brainstorming.


Students will practice asking about and giving a physical description of a person through dialogue worksheet and activities.


Students will understand what details are important, the vocabulary to use, and the order in which to give the information.





Language Skills:


Speaking: drilling dialogues, asking and describing people’s appearance in pairs and groups, discussion.


Listening: description of people’s appearance, teacher’s instruction


Writing: dialogues and filling in the blanks and charts.


Reading: dialogues and information about the bank robbers. 








Language Systems:


Functions: describing people’s appearance.


Grammar: descriptive adjectives


Lexis : physical features/ Describing adjectives











Assumptions:


Students can write and speak English but not very accurately.


Students have basic knowledge of describing people.


Students know how the class is set up(4 students each table)


Students already know teacher’s teaching style and pace.


Students have limited vocabulary in describing appearance.


Students aren’t confident about the order in which to give descriptions.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Students may have limit in expressing people’s appearance.


( Elicit as many describing adjectives as possible and provide key vocabulary if necessary.


- In case of absence.


( Have a group of three in pair work tasks.


-Students may need more time to finish their activity 


(Be flexible with time.


-Students may be shy to talk in front of the class.


(Start with pair work and lead a group conversation.


- If time is short. 


( Cut the discussion in the Production.


- If there is more time than expected.


( Have every student share their opinions in production or use filler activity.


-Students may come up with some description words which are too direct in American culture.


(Provide them other words more socially acceptable.
