	Aims:

· Ss can practice English verbally by speaking others.
· Ss will learn vocabulary and idioms related to the topic.

· Ss will practice interacting with peers through sharing their ideas and thoughts.



	Language Skills:

· Speaking : Sharing their ideas with peers and the instructor.
                Responding individual or group questions.

· Listening : Listen to the instructor’s instruction and listen to other’s opinion.

· Writing : Writing(creating) a story,

· Reading : Read the rules  for the activity and read the story what they created.



	Language Systems:

· Phonology : Pronounce new idioms and  reading their script(=story) aloud.
· Discourse : Sharing their opinions and express their feeling towards the result.

· Function : Put their ideas together and interact with each other.

· Lexis : Learn new idioms and vocabulary.



	Assumptions:

· Ss have enough ability to have a discussion in English.
· Some Ss may have some idea about what the title means.

· Ss have their personal experience about the topic



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If time is short, reduce the feedback time   .

(just simply check their pronunciation, don’t check their grammatical error)
· If you have too much time left, let the Ss actually act based on their script(=story)

(Originally, they will just read the script)

1.Giving directions about activity
<T, passes worksheet “B”>

You will be working as a group and make a 2-minute story with some lines in it.
For example…<T, demonstrates : (ex: Sam was walking on the road and saw Kate and says “Hi, long time no see” then Kate says “Hi Sam!”)>

But there are some rules about this. 
Can someone read rule #1 from the handout?

<T, reads through the rules with Ss from the worksheet>
Any questions about this?

<if there’s Qs answer them and make it clear>

So, you three, you four are on group

<T, passes worksheet “B-1” to each group>

Please write your final piece on this paper.

After you are done, your team will read this story for other team. 
When you are reading it, 1person should  only read Mr. Big’s,  one person- Carrie’s, one person- the person you chose and one person should be an explainer.
<T, indicates the team of three people>Since your team has three people in a group, one person who has the least line should be an explainer.
