	Procedure:

<Greeting>
· Hello everybody!  How are you today? Did you have a good weekend? What did you do?  Has anyone had a date with girlfriend or boyfriend during weekend? 
(Teacher nicely asks and listens various students and expects at least someone answering about his/her date)

· Great!  Then, how was the date?  Where did you go?  What did you do?

(If nobody had a date, then start to show few pictures before introducing today’s topic)
 <Eliciting>
(Regardless answering the questions, show the pictures and ask what the pictures are describing) 

· Who are in the picture?  What are they doing on the bench, street, restaurant, etc? Why are they holding hands?  Do they look happy or sad? (students answer that couples are walking, talking, eating, spending time together, having so much fun together, seem not interested in each other, etc)
· What do you think that these couples are trying to do? (students answer that couples are asking questions, getting closer, etc)
· What will happen if they keep talking and meeting more often? (Students answer that couples will like each other or may fall in love or get married, etc.)

	Procedure:
<Introducing Today’s Topic>

Teacher writes down and introduces today’s topic on the whiteboard
<CCQ>
· How many have you had dates in your past? (Students answer or may not answer)

· How can you meet or start the dating in first place?  What do you do in the beginning relationship?  Where do you usually go for spending time? (students  say setting up by friends/parents, finding on the streets, becoming closer relationship from friendship, Students also say they watch movie eat dinner at the restaurant, etc)
· What do you care the most about dating? (Students say appearance, education, age, height, manner, house location, job, personality, age, money, etc)
<Demonstration>
(Distribute the worksheet 1 about a dating story, read each paragraph by 1 student and ask the whole class what the problem is about this dating situation and find out if it is good or bad with detail explanation. )

<Review & CCQ>

· What do you think about this story?  Do you think John maybe behaved well in the first date or not?  How does Susan react to John?  How is this dating relationship going to be?

 (Students answer and share their opinions by raising up their hands or speaking aloud)

 (Then, teacher introduces specifically what the problem in this story and writes down some procedures of dating to make better dates on the white board) 
· this man is not well experienced in this kind of dating relationship so that he may have been made many mistakes or rude or not attracted to the woman who is maybe popular over many men already.  He needs to know how to behave himself for the first date such as funny stories, choosing right place for venue, or taking to home after dating, etc.   



	Main activity

	Materials : 3 different role cards, Discussion with partner and role-play exercises

	Procedure: (Role-Play exercise )
<Introduction>
First of all, mention about the topic once again and make sure if everyone is following and knows about the dating procedures.  
Ask students to make into a pair group and briefly introduces how the role-play exercise will be presenting in front of class that one of man or woman is telling his/her friend about the date they had and not sure if they want to meet again.  They start to talk about why they don’t like what they like about, and so on.  

<CCQ for Role play>

Ask each group to pick one flipped-card without looking.  This purpose of this role-play is to be easy and fun.
· How many people need to do the role play for this role play (Ss answer 2 mostly)

· Who will take a part for friend and who will be man or woman’s part?( Ss all say different options, etc)
<Demonstration>
Teacher asks students to work for 5~7 minutes, walk around the class when they need help or see how they are preparing the role play.  After the students are ready, call each group to present role-play by volunteering.  

<Role play by pair group and CCQ>
(Teacher asks some questions while going through the paragraphs)

· Why do you think the couples can not be a good match for the role play 1, 2 or 3? 
 (Ss answer because man is mama-boy, will live apart from woman, etc and woman is spending too much money, too ugly, etc.)
· What will you do if you wish to keep the relationship together?  (they repeat about the manners they learned from previous time)

<SOS plan>

If the group needs more time to finish, teacher helps them to find better ideas.  If the class time is over for any remaining group, then ask them to present it for the next class.  
<Cut-off  plan>

If the group is finished quicker than expected, teacher tells them to starts doing the homework on the idealistic dating schedule of 1 day.

	Materials: Computer Internet, whiteboard and marker

	Procedure:

<Feedback and closing>
Teacher answers for any questions, comments about each group’s role play and praise on what they’ve done.  

Teacher also mentions about the topic once again to make sure that all students understand today’s speaking lesson.
<Homework>

Teacher asks to do the homework for the next class.  It is about an idealistic dating schedule of 1 day.
· Ok, class.  Please do the homework and let me know if you have any questions about the dating procedures.  

· Thank you for your hard work today and hope to see you next time.  Have a great day!
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[Worksheet 1 – a dating story]
John is a kind of person who is very shy, not talkative and has not experienced much in the relationship with girls before.  

Today, John is dating Susan for the second time since he met last weekend through his friend. He is not sure if she likes him or not after first date, but John is very interested in Susan now because she is very well dressed, beautiful and smart. 

 However, Susan seems always busy as she doesn’t answer her cell phones often when he tried to call during weekdays for asking another date or sounds cold when she is talking with him over the phone.  But, he finally made an answer saying “Yes” to his proposal that they would meet again from yesterday.
Now, John arrived to the dating place about 30mins before the promised time, but he has been waiting for Susan for about 2 hours and her cell phone is turned off, so John can’t contact her to ask where she is and why she is late.
Preparing yourself and plan head 
– go out for coffee or drinks, or mostly go for lunch

1. Make the first move 
– call and ask for choosing date, time, venue, etc. that is usually made by men

2. Behave and maintain a balanced attitude in conversation 
– respect, etiquette, listen, eye-contact, find similar interests or topics

3. Pay bills 
– men paying the bills in the beginning relationship commonly in Korea, splitting in half or paying lunch or dinner by men and drinks by women
4. Ending the date

– express and appreciate the time the couples spent together, take home for women or say goodbye at a certain place

5. Decision making for the next move 
– decide whether you wish to move onto the next step or not after the first few dating times depending on your preference or style.  Be yourself!
Role card 1

Man: Tall, handsome, but not educated well (maybe dropped out of high school)
Woman: not good-looking, but very sophisticated (maybe doctor degree in university)

Ex) They have first met in the sport club few weeks ago, the men asked her out on a date.  However, the conversation is difficult as they have different life style and interests, etc.

Role card 2

Man: have a good job and make lots of money, but a mama boy kind of personality
Woman: pretty looking who likes to go out with friends and have fun for shopping, and very independent and selfish
Ex) They were introduced through a couple management agency, met few times already and start to discover about each other’s characteristics 

Role card 3
Man: easy going and nice person for everything that woman has ever desired, but plan to study abroad next year 
Woman: very young and still studying in college, and also family girl kind of person
Ex) They met in campus and like each other at first sight.  They have been dating for 2 months by meeting almost every single day.

 TITLE: Dating to start the relationship





Materials:


White board and markers


Picture (Brainstorming images)


Worksheet 1 (6 copies)


3 different role cards & Wall chart





Aims: 


Students can learn what the various kinds of dating can exist by listening or answering teacher’s questions with pictures and article on worksheet


Students can develop their comprehension and speaking skills with their partner for preparing the role-play exercise by communicating and sharing their experience on dating or guessing many situations that can happen during dating


Students can improve speaking fluency during the role-play exercise  





Language Skills:


Listening: Listen to teacher’s explanation and instruction about article worksheet, pictures and role-play exercise


Reading: Read the article about a dating situation 


Speaking: Discuss, prepare and speak for the role-play exercise with their partner


                         Answer teacher’s questions when asked regarding picture and article. 


Writing: Take summary notes for their role-play exercise


                     Write a story about the most desired dating they have always dreamed of





Language Systems:


Function: To share opinions and make conversation with their partner 


Phonology: Pronunciation in the conversation


Lexis: Various vocabularies used for planning a role-play


Discourse: Role-playing and pair discussing for plans


Grammar: Correction homework writing about their most desired dating story











Assumptions:  


Students know what the dating is and understand about the other gender’s common actions, difference, style or characteristics in overall when dating.


Students know few vocabularies used to describe for dating procedures/steps 


Students have at least once dated with a man/woman in their past or have seen/heard about dating from other friends, family, colleague, books, movie, etc. 


Students know how to answer questions when teachers lead to the right answers by raising up their hands or speak aloud

Assumptions:





-> Ss are at an intermediate level and have already known vocabulary in text. 


-> Ss are able to express their ideas and opinions in English. 


-> They are not shy, mostly active. The class will work in groups.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students don’t know anything about the other gender in general at all.


Teacher explains and provides opposite gender’s common characteristics when dating.


Students have never experienced about dating


Teacher demonstrates few examples of dating by showing brainstorming images and explaining few cases or asks few other students who experienced on their dating before. 


Students don’t know how to do the role-play


Teacher explains kindly what it is and how to prepare for it.


Students finish their role-play earlier than expected


Ask to start homework creating a story of their perfect dating (SOS plan)


Students don’t finish their role-play due to lack of time


Teacher ask to present it for the next class (cut-off plan)
