( write the title on the board:『Bad Habits』)

	Procedure:

1. Prediction
Let’s imagine you have a bad habit or bad habits. What is it? What do you feel about it?  How will you deal with it?

I’ll give you 3 minutes. Brainstorm with your partner.

CCQ

Do you work alone?

How much time do you have?

(Run task- monitor)

(Elicit Ss ideas- expected answers: biting nail, smoking, playing with hair, being shopaholic, shaking a leg…) 

2. Vocabulary

Before we start talking about a bad habit, let’s learn some key vocabulary with pictures of bad habits. Look at these 4 pictures.

(Show the pictures one by one and explain the vocabulary while showing the pictures.)

eavesdrop (write the word on the board)
To eavesdrop is to listen secretly to what other people are saying. For example, he was putting his ears on the door and eavesdropping what they talked.

CCQ

What is eavesdrop? 

She likes to listen other people’s conversation secretly. What does she like?

interrupt (write the word on the board)
I feel like I can’t ever finish my thought when we talk. Why don’t you stop interrupt me? To interrupt means to break into a conversation or monologue by asking a question or making a comment.

CCQ

Does interrupt mean to let someone talk or stop and disturb his/her talking? Imagine you talk to your friend about your exam but he starts talking about his lunch suddenly.

twist(show twisting action)
What am I doing? I’m twisting my hair. To twist means to bend or turn sth into a particular shape.

CCQ

How can you act to twist your hair? 

Would you twist something else?

can’t stand sth(write the word on the board)
I can’t stand it when people talk loudly on their cell phone in a public place. It’s annoying! i want to stop them. ‘Can’t stand’ means can’t bear something.

CCQ

When I can’t bear someone that’s rude, what can I say?

	Procedure:

 1. Dialogue Drilling (Controlled Practice)

This is a conversation about the bad habits between two people.

(distribute the dialogue.)

Look at the text. First just listen.

(Teacher reads)

Now repeat after me.

(Teacher read line bye line, students repeat-drill the text)

Now practice your partner. Read it twice; once as an interviewer and once as interviewee. I’ll give you 5 min. Try to memorize the script wile practicing. 

CCQ

What should you do?

How much time do you have?

(run the task, monitor and correct Ss if they make errors)

2. Change the words or phrases (Less-Controlled Practice)
Work with the same partner. Change the underlined words or phrases. I’ll give you 5 minutes. (demonstrate by reading the dialogue an changing the underlined words.)

CCQ

What do you have to do?

How much time do you have?

(run the task, monitor and assist students having difficulty. Have some pairs read their changed dialogue for the class.)

3. Role Play (Free Production)

Now we are going to do a real practice. Take one 

role card each. You will be a person who has a bad habit 

or interviewer who wants to write a report about 

someone’s bad habit.  Read the role card carefully and 

follow the 

instructions. I’ll show you what to do. 

(demonstrate with one of students)

You have 7 minutes. Work in pairs. You will share your

acting to your classmates.

CCQ

What are you going to do?

How much time do you have?

(Run the task, monitor and help students as needed. Have pairs perform their role play in front of the class. Take note of any noticeable errors students make with the new expressions learned today.)

<Role cards for role play>

Interviewer 1

You are an interviewer who wants to interview someone about their bad habit. 
You plan to ask them about bad habits that have been bothering them for a long time. You think a bad habit is really bad for their mental health. And you want to convince them to sop it immediately. 

Interviewee 1

You are an interviewee who is interviewed about your bad habit. You really hate to do that and want to kick it. But you also know it’s very difficult. Anyway you are sure you can kick it and need an advice from people. 

Interviewee 2

You are an interviewee who is interviewed about your bad habit. You really hate to do but you don’t want to kick it. You think that it helps relieve your tension. So you know that’s not a good thing but don’t think that you need to stop it. You want to keep doing it and think that’s not as bad as people think.

Interviewee 3

You don’t even notice if you have a bad habit or not. You realize you have one while you are interviewed.  But anyway you don’t care much about that. And you think an interviewer doesn’t need to care about your business. You just

don’t mind about your bad or good habit. You think that’s not a big deal.
