1. Distribute Question Sheet: Get The Gist!

>> Ask Ss to read each question.  

>> Introduce and coral drill new vocabulary such as “orphanage”, “swear, “cowboy-hatted”, and “wizard”.  

>> Give instructions to listen to the trailer one more time and find answers to the Qs

>> Throw CCQs 
>> Place students to take charge in asking and replying questions.  Student A asks Q1 to student B.  Student B answers, and then asks Q2 to student C and so forth. (When the majority has trouble finding answers to some specific questions, just skip and let Ss listen to the trailer again)

*Teacher’s Role: Manage student’s ask-and-reply; 
Make corrections to wrong answers
2. Distribute CLOZE Sheet: Get The Detail!

>> Give instructions to listen to the trailer and fill out the blanks; >> Throw CCQs

>> Go over the blanks together and at the same time, introduce and choral drill new vocabulary and phrases. Also teach how to apply them in different forms.

e.g.,

(1) let me take you home, let me take you dancing, let me take you down to a park; 

(2) what’s the point in singing, what’s the point in living? what’s the point in studying?

(3) a musical pie

(4) someone’s calling out to me, I called out to her, she called out for help
(5) I swear I can hear, I swear I did not lie, I swear I did not steal
(6) Let me out

(7) A harmonic connection, etc
>> For blanks Ss have trouble with, re-play the chunks selectively.

Practice speaking out the script lines with tones.


Listen carefully to the role play of classmates and find out the five hidden changes in the script lines.


Learn and acquire to use the script lines through repeated listening; writing down the answers; filling out the blanks; and reading and speaking out the script lines.


Write a page summary of a movie trailer as a take home assignment. 





Language Skills:


Listening: movie trailer video clip, students’ role play, teacher’s instructions


Writing: answers to question/cloze sheets, summary of a movie trailer as a take home assignment


Speaking: ask and reply to worksheet Qs, reply to teacher’s CCQs, role play script lines, choral drill new vocabulary and expression


Reading: movie trailer transcript, Qs on the worksheet, writings on the boards





Language Systems:


Phonology: listening and speaking out different accents and tones of actors and actresses


Lexis & Grammar: new vocabulary and expressions in movie trailer


Function & Discourse: use of words and expressions in movie trailer





Assumptions:


All Ss are freshman in high school and they come to class 3 days a week


All Ss have interest in the movie, “August Rush” (The trailer selection has been made by the students in the previous week)


Ss are used to the weekly movie trailer and role play exercises





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not be able to answer the question sheet from the first listening 


    >> replay the trailer until the majority gets it


Ss may have difficulty filling out some specific blanks 


    >> selectively replay the specific sections


If time runs short 


    >> chunk-play or cut out some of replay times


    >> hand out 2 role play sheets with the ready-made changes


    >> let only 1 group role play and the other group listen


If Ss finish task early 


    >> ask Ss their favorite phrases or practice various application of new vocabulary and phrases
