	Aims:

1) Students will be able to say and write the name of the body organs.

2) Students will be able to understand and use some expressions about symptoms.
3) Students will be able to give appropriate advice.
4) Students will be able to aware of the importance of the health.


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Short dialogue between a teacher and students, short dialogue between a man and a woman
    - Speaking: prediction, role-play, giving advice with partner
    - Reading: Transcript (for review)
    - Writing: Fill in the blanks, Writing a prescription (homework)


	Language Systems:

· Lexis: some expressions about symptoms and expressions used in giving  appropriate advice
· Function: expressing the symptoms and giving an advice
· Structure: imperative sentence


	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· how the class is set up and run

· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· most students have some background knowledge of solutions for sickness



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
→ Chunk the listening, repeat the chunk that students have difficulty
· Students may need more time to work on the vocabulary and expressions
→ Students can refer to the worksheet or notes doing other activities and review them for homework
· Students may not get the instruction for the activity clearly
→ Repeat the instruction once more in shorter and easier way
· If time is short
→ Cut post-activity pair work short
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
→ Give more time to practice role-play and give as much opportunities as possible presenting the role-play
