	Greeting 

Some Ss who remember the video talk about when and where this story took place, also Ss talk about their feelings after they watch it
-Ss answer teacher’s questions

-some Ss talk about their experiences or other people’s experiences  and share  some interesting stories 

-Ss listen to the teacher carefully
	Greeting

Eliciting
-Show video files of a girl who produces crystals from her eyes, and ask Ss if they have seen this video
-ask Ss if they have experienced 
Unexplainable medical  conditions or seen someone who had an unbelievable experience in their body
(guiding questions: do you have an experience you think as a miracle and can’t explain logically  why that is happened in your body? Have you seen anyone who has a marvelous experience in their body?)
- introduce today’s topic to Ss and tell them they will listen to 
the news of a man who grow a tree in his lung  after the vocabulary check

Whole class
	-Ss listen to the teacher pronouncing the words and ask questions if they have any
- repeat after teacher 

-Ss match the pictures with the words and match the words with the right definitions

-Ss check their answers and correct answers if they have mistakes
Ss make sentences following teacher’s instruction and write their answers on a notebook or a vocabulary handout
Ss look at the board and also write good sentences on their notebook if necessary
	pre-teach vocabulary
- tell Ss that they will learn key vocabulary first

-use a handout  with matching pictures and words
-pronounce key vocabulary when necessary

- tell Ss to match the pictures with the words and match the words with the right definitions
(explain synonyms and antonyms of those words. Use demonstrations as well)
- check the answers together
CCQ
Ask Ss to make example sentences using  key vocabulary

e.g.) can you make a sentence using “tumor”?

e.g.) why don’t you make a sentence using synonym of fir tree?

- ask Ss what they have written and write good examples on the board
Encourage Ss to tell their sentences freely and correct mistakes in undemanding ways

Groups of 4

	-Ss find their partner and sit together
-Ss get the paper and take a look at  what kind of questions are there

-Ss listen to teacher’s questions and answer

- Ss aware that they have to catch the main idea

-Ss listen to the audio file

-Ss tell teacher what the 

main idea is

-Ss  discuss and answer the comprehension worksheet 

-Some Ss ask questions to teacher during discussion if they have ones

-Ss can listen to the file one more time when necessary

-Ss present their answers

-Ss may find different ideas from other pairs

-Ss look at the pictures, now they can understand the story and get the vivid image of the story
-Ss discuss about their role play and write scripts
-Make role play cards

e.g.) one girl has a duck for dinner and she sounds like a duck since then. She goes to the hospital only to find out she has an ugly ducking in her stomach. One of the surgeons is very happy to meet his lost son, ugly duckling!!
-Ss do role play based on their script 

	-pair students up first

-Let’s listen to the today’s big topic ; man who grows a tree inside his body
-before listening, distribute “check comprehension sheet” 

-tell Ss they’ll answer the sheet after listening, so ask Ss look over the questions
-tell Ss to think about the main idea

CCQ

-How many questions do you have to answer?

-What do you have to listen for?

-Play audio file

(once or twice)

-ask Ss the main idea

CCQ

-did you find the main idea? What is it?

-ask Ss to answer the comprehension check

By discussing with their partner

-tell Ss they will present their answer in class

CCQ

-ask Ss what they’ll be doing

-during the discussion, teacher answer Ss’ questions or join the pair work as a participant

-monitor and give positive feedback, encourage the Ss.

-if some Ss have a hard time answering questions, teacher can play the audio file one more time.
-ask Ss to present the answers

CCQ

-ask Ss if they have different ideas on answers

-check the answers together

-teacher show the pictures of the man in the story along with the fir tree in his lung
-Make groups of four and  ask Ss to make a role play script (based on the listening script or their experiences)and role play cards
-encourage Ss to make role play interesting

CCQ
-what’s your role play about?
-what is your role?

-how would you present the character more effectively?

-what’s the name of the character?

-give a lot of  positive feedback when they come up with creative/good idea and play well

-What would you do if you find out that you grow foreign object in your body?

-If you can choose to have a special body condition, what would that be? Do you want to make a crystal out of your eyes, or you rather grow flowers in you?

Topic: Unbelievable phenomenon in human body








Materials:  video files of Lebanese girl who cries crystal tears from her eyes (2008), pictures of the Lebanese girl, board and markers


Matching vocabulary worksheet with pictures, Audio file of the man with fir tree in his lung, comprehension work sheet, picture of the man and fir tree, role play cards











Aims:-To learn new vocabulary by matching the pictures with the words and matching words with the definitions


-To improve listening skills by watching a video, listening to audio file, group discussion and role play  


-To improve writing skills by completing a comprehension work sheet and writing a role play script


-To practice speaking skills about unbelievable phenomenon in human body through discussion and role play












































Language Skills:


Listening : listen to audio and video, teacher’s instruction, discussion, role play


Speaking: talk about individual experiences, pronounce vocabulary, discussion, role play, 


Reading : vocabulary worksheet, comprehension check, role cards, notes on the board


Writing    : vocabulary worksheet, make sentences using key words, comprehension check, role play script, and role cards





Language Systems: Lexis: meaning of the key vocabulary from listening text


Phonology: how to pronounce vocabulary, video and audio files, discussion and role play


Function:  explain unbelievable human body conditions


Discourse: answering comprehension question, pair work, role play, answer teacher’s questions 








Assumptions:


-Some Ss don’t have any experience regarding unbelievable phenomenon in human body


-Ss will be interested in this topic, because it is unusual and unbelievable thing to happen to anyone


-Ss will enjoy role play


-Some Ss may not believe this story





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may not know some vocabulary that is not included in the key vocabulary


encourage Ss to predict meaning from context first and then explain in using synonyms, antonyms, or examples


Ss may have difficulty to think about role play topic related to unusual phenomenon


in human body


      -   give Ss  examples related to topic, tell about amazing news etc


It may take longer or shorter for Ss to perform role play or other activities


if there is plenty of time, give lots of comments, ask other Ss’ opinions


if there is not enough time, cut certain activity short
