	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to get the gist
→ Chunk the paragraphs and give some time to read again.
· Students may need more time to work on the vocabulary and expressions
→ Students can refer to the worksheet or notes doing other activities and review them for homework
· Students may not get the instruction for the activity clearly
→ Repeat the instruction once more in shorter and easier way
· If time is short
→ Cut post-activity pair work short and leave it to homework
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
→ Give more time to write a story and peer evaluation

SINGLE WHITE FEMALE
AS IN THE MOVIE STARRING BRIDGET FONDA, MICHELLE BAKER, 35, FOUND HERSELF SHARING WITH THE FLATMATE FROM HELL.

When I moved into a two-bedroom flat with Sophie, I imagined we’d get on really well. I couldn’t afford the place by myself, but after meeting Sophie at a local wine bar, I thought she seemed quite a nice person to join me. 
I had my first doubts about her the day we went to choose paint to do up the flat. I wanted bright colors, but she insisted on very plain shades and wasn’t prepared to compromise at all. I thought: ‘What am I getting myself into?’ Unfortunately we had already signed the contract by then, so it was too late to pull out. 
Initially, everything else seemed fine. Then as the weeks passed, things began to change. When I went out, she’d ask me why I was wearing so much make-up or she’d want to know where I was going or where I’d been. Gradually, I began to realize that she was jealous of me and my social life.
