	Procedure:
1.  Greeting Students
T: Hi, everyone.  It’s very cold today.  Winter is coming!
2.  Introduce the topic
T: Today, we will learn about imperatives in English grammar.  Anybody know what imperatives are?
Elicit Student answers.

T:  Yes, imperatives are to tell someone to do something or not to do something.

Write down the definition on the board.

	Procedure:

1. Introduce imperatives
T: Let’s go over basic imperative words.
Introduce some of positive imperative words by showing vocabulary cards to student.
Read each word and encourage student to repeat.

T: Listen, Come (Students repeat after the teacher)
T: These are the positive imperatives we use in everyday life.  All these words tell someone to do something.
    Now, let’s learn about negative expressions.

	Procedure:

Show vocabulary card of ‘Don’t’.

T: What does this mean?  When do we use ‘Don’t’?

Elicit student answers.

T: Yes, we use ‘Don’t’ when we tell someone not to do something.  Let’s put ‘Don’t’ in front of the words we just learned. 

Read out the words and make students repeat.

T:  We just learned negative imperatives.  It’s very easy.  We only put ‘Don’t’ in front of the verb and made negative imperatives.

T:  We use imperatives in everyday life.  Let’s talk about the imperatives you hear often.  
What is your mom say when you go home after school?  What about after you finish your dinner?  

What about before you go to bed?
What about in the morning?

Elicit student answers.  Write down answers on the board.
Praise their ideas when they express their ideas using in full sentences.
T: Excellent!  Yes, all these are good imperatives.  Now let’s do some exercise using imperatives.  
Handout the worksheet to students.

T:  Let’s look at the worksheet.  First, let’s make the positive imperatives to negative and negative to positive.

   Let’s pair up!  You have 15 minutes.

Close lesson
T: Let’s go over the correct answers.  

Call on student names for answers.

T: Excellent job guys!  Imperatives are used to tell someone to do or not to do something.  We use imperatives everyday.  Please go home and list 10 imperatives you hear today.  Please practice to write in full sentences.
    I will see you on Friday, have a nice day.
