Listening script

Person 1: Chris Colwill

Chris Colwill has just taken a flying leap off a diving board. He focuses on the sky, then on the water, so he’ll know when to kick out of his full twisting one-and-a-half dive and slice the water hands first. At nine Chris became the youngest member of the United State Junior Olympic national team, earning two gold medals and a bronze at his first international meet. 

Chris, He practices daily with a coach, reading the coach’s lips after each dive for tips on how to improve. ”I don’t mind working hard,” Chris says. “I like to do my best.”

Person 2: Jamie Knight

When jazz singer Jamie Knight steps on stage, she doesn’t miss a beat. At nine, Jamie performed at New York’s Carnegie Hall. She brought down the house with her version of jazz classics such as “It don’t mean a thing if it ain’t got that swing.” “I try my very best to put the audience into the music with me,” says the pint-size performer from Philadelphia, Pennsylvania.

Jamie has sung at jazz festivals, appeared on TV’s Good Morning American and released her own CD. A performer since age six, she likes all kinds of music but says, “Jazz is different. It has its own flavor.” 

Person 3: Elena Chavez

She spins. She stomps. Sharply, smartly, she tosses a glance over one shoulder, then the other. This is Elena Chavez. And this is flamenco, a traditional dance style that started in southern Spain. Elena performs in the grand finale of a flamenco show every evening in her hometown of Granada, in Spain. She has appeared on television and has won international prizes for her dancing talent. She matches fancy footwork and flowing arms movements to the pulsing rhythm if guitars or violins. “In flamenco, you fell the music and express it in movement,” says Elena.

Person 4: The Choi Family

The Choi family of Calgary, Alberta, in Canada, is a family that plays together and stays together, they are gifted musicians who practice for several hours nearly everyday. “When we practice together, it gets really noisy,” says Rosabel, on the piano.

Each child learned to play the piano first, then other instruments. Rosabel plays the flute. She has won national competitions in Canada and even performed with the Calgary Philharmonic Orchestra.

Edward plays the clarinet. He plans a career in music. The two youngest Chois Arnold and Estelle play the cello. Both have won national music award. Playing as well as the Chois does take practice and dedication as well as talent. “You have to sacrifice a lot of time,” says Rosabel, “but I five myself one day a week to do other things.” What makes the Chois practice so much? “It’s just a love of music,” says Edward.

Assumptions:





Student already know:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to follow the audio material easily,


( Follow the task-feedback circle:  let them listen to the track again until they understand the content.


Students may not be able to understand the details from the listening


( Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


In case of pair or group work


( Give them more explanation.


Students may have trouble with drilling practice


( Correct errors immediately and give Ss more chances to practice.


If time is short. 


( Cut the discussion in the Production.


If there is more time than expected.


( Have every student share his or her opinions in discussion or use filler activity.
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
