· Introduction
 Learning another language is not easy, at least to me. Even though some people have really good talent to learn english or another language, it is a difficult thing to every common people I guess. In my case learning english was some frustrating experience. First of all my environment was not good, I could contact english when I was in middle school, grade 1. But at that time, 27 years ago, every Korean student began to learn english all the same age and it’s already some late to learn another language. Only few students who lived in another country could meet good circumstance of english. Anyway there were many happenings I experienced. Sometimes I felt disappointed, sometimes not. Although still I’m not sure whether I’m successful or not, it’s obvious that a teacher is one of the most important factors of learning english. He can ruin or motivate his student’s will. So now let me tell you my experience of learning English.
· Literature Review
● Rapport : being generally friendly to your students so they feel able to be honest and take risks. (Scrivener, 2005:23)
● Empathy : being able to see things from the other person’s perspective, as if looking through their eyes.  (Scrivener, 2005:24)
● Explainer: This kind of teacher relies mainly on ‘explaining’ or ‘lecturing’ as a way of conveying information to the students.
● Involver: This teacher also knows the subject matter that is being dealt with. However, she is also familiar with teaching methodology.
● Enabler: confident enough to share control with learners, or perhaps to hand it over to them entirely. Sometimes this will involve her in less traditional ‘teaching’; she may become a ‘guide’ or a ‘counselor’ or a ‘resource of information when needed
· My Experiences Of English
 The first impression of English class was so simple and nothing special to me. It’s quite same as other classes. I mean it’s a traditional classroom, in a traditional classroom a teacher is a jug and students are mugs. Teachers always pour something to their students. Of course some good and smart guys could make sense but probably many of them are not able to do that. But that situation is not important to the teacher. He always tries to keep going and wants to end his lectures. This has been really common to me so far and I think it’s related with teacher types, effective teaching and the difference between traditional and modern classrooms. Yes, we know adults can control themselves, I mean they have their own aims, goals, purposes and then are independent. But this one-way teaching can frustrate even adults. Many adults are disappointed by traditional, boring lesson. Sometimes so am I and my English experience consists of many disappointing events with the teachers I mentioned already. I have no experience of learning English abroad and have learned by myself through watching TV dramas, movies, listening to the radio shows, something like that. Though I have many experiences of overseas business trip and personal travel, it’s not for learning English and the terms were very short. 
 But long time ago, fortunately, I met two teachers who changed my view of English. After finishing military service, I was still really not good to English. At that time I was able to speak just simple sentences and other parts of English were really poor also. If I couldn’t meet him, I never dreamed being a English teacher. I bet. Actually he was not good to speaking, listening and conversation. His specialty was grammar but he’s the best for grammar I’ve ever met. I think grammar is much less important to natives than to second language people. But you know, English is not my first language and the structure is absolutely different from Korean. In my opinion, to common Korean, no grammar no English, know grammar know English. He always tried to communicate his students and made them concentrate his class. First of all, he knew what his students wanted. 
He always focused on their needs and the “CORE”. I mean “WHY and THE REASON”. It seems like not giving fish but teaching fishing. With his support finally I could make sense of grammar. 
 And the other’s specialty was listening. When I took a TOEIC test first time, the result was really terrible. Actually reading comprehension was pretty good but I messed up listening. Frankly speaking, I couldn’t listen to and understand most questions. It was really disappointing and made me frustrated. So I decided to study listening and took his lecture. He taught me “How to listen”, “You have to listen THE KEYWORD”. He was really enthusiastic and also knew the weak-points of his students. He always tried to teach with easy words and examples to help his students’ comprehension. Without these two teachers, probably I gave up learning English and might complain about poor environment of learning. Still I’m really thankful to them and they’ll be remembered forever.
· Reflection
 There is some sameness of them. Though there were no discussion, group study and role play but they always wanted to communicate their students and respected them. They never discouraged their students, just tried to motivate and listen to them so that could resolve students’ difficulties. Because their major were not English or education, I guess they never knew and heard about the concept of explainer, involver and enabler. But they recognized already “What is the most effective way of teaching English”. So far I’ve met many other teachers who used visual equipment, leaded to small group study, etc. But ,unfortunately, no one could give me a motive, courage and confidence without above two teachers. I think though their way was just traditional, I mean a explainer, but they were real enablers. They leaded their students to study English themselves with motivating and encouraging them. They didn’t need many facilities to prove their ability. From them I could learn fishing and the basic ability of English let me study it by myself without any overseas experience. 
· Conclusion
 Characteristics of learners, traditional VS modern classrooms, teacher types and effective teaching which I’ve learned in module 1 are core of learning and they’re related with each other. 
Aspiring students, qualified and well trained teachers, good and plentiful stuffs and effective way of teaching. What a fantastic combination!!! But it’s an ideal situation and maybe impossible. If I had choose just one of them, I’ll take the teacher without hesitation. A good teacher, who can teach and communicate well and effectively, could control and manage everything. The teacher is the very man.
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
