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Introduction

It is obvious fact that English is The official language.

Nowadays in Korea, many people have been learning English as a second language. Since elementary school student. Generally most Korean have been learning English more than ten years through elementary, middle, high school.

But, unfortunately It seems that they are not good at English in out of proportion to study time, or they are good at only 'receptive' language skill. (Listening and reading)

We can conjecture what are reasons. We don't use English more than our native language. And teaching methods influence second language acquisition. 

So, I want to talk to effective way to learn and teaching, based on several teaching methods what I experience. 

Literature Review

-Enabler: The kind of teacher who is confident enough to share control with the learners, or perhaps to hand it over to them entirely. (Scrivener, 2005:25) 

-Needs analysis: Ways of finding out (e.g. using questionnaires, interviews, etc.) what students need (or want) to study on a language course. (Scrivener, 2005:423)

-language skills: Teacher commonly talk about four language skills: listening, speaking, reading, writing. Listening and reading are 'receptive' skills; speaking and 

writing are 'productive' skills. (Scrivener, 2005:423)

-CLT: communicative Language Teaching: a broad description of current language teaching in which the need to use language in successful communication is seen as more important than having a purely theoretical knowledge of how language works.

(Scrivener, 2005:421)

-communicative activity: An activity that has communication as its main aim (as opposed to practice of particular language items). A communication activity will normally involve an 'information gap'. (Scrivener, 2005:421)

-GTM: This method was used for the purpose of helping students read and appreciate foreign language literature. It helps students read literature in the target language and have students more familiar with their L1. Also language learning helps students grow intellectually. (Larsen-Freeman, 2007:11)

Examples(1) ‘English class' It was survival war!
when we were middle school student, our English teacher had an evil reputation as a strictness. In a word, her class was 'survival war' The goal of our English class was have short-term good grades, and focused on grammar, textbooks.

Each class, Teacher forced students to memorize the whole paragraph each of units. At the end of class, we took a writing test every day. 

If student did not pass, student should have stay in the classroom until pass the test, or student should have do homework. 

When they took a mid-term exam or final exam, they had a good grades in the short run, but as soon as the took a test it was easy to forget. 

After one year I felt rejection. There was always tension in the class. Bacause of mental pressure, It was hard to concentrate in class time. And our class always silent except teacher. If someone talk in the class, it regard as a gossip.

Teacher looked like explainer. what Students could do in class, listen for teacher's talk or take notes what teacher wrote. It was impossible for students to look forward to speaking ability develoment.

It was one of traditional teaching methods. That was, GTM teaching method.

Examples(2) Teaching method we never experience before.
when we were high school student, our English teacher used uncommon teaching method at that time. we could see interesting sight that student teach the class. Our teacher make the student to prepare for class one by one per a class. At that time it seemed like "Teacher didn't prepare for class." But the result was successful. Because In order to with class, student had to be understood about unit, topic. This method gave a time to study to student. 

The classroom atmosphere was vibrant and active.

When a student teach this class, teacher watched as an observer. 

The role of the teacher in class was not leading but assist.

After student's teaching, teacher commented on student's teaching. 

Examples(3) ‘Thank you for Dave'
I remenber ESL course teacher for the first time I had experience in a foreign country. In a word, his class was 'perfect'. Most of the students in this class were

adult learners. In our first class time, he gave students survey. This survey contained student's needs like this their goal, expectation. so, teacher gave adult students some motive and did an needs analysis. Also he understood what students want to learn, their interesting, weak point in English. He took lesson not focus on one thing but in various ways. we could feel that "He is well prepared" we learned slang & idiom every day. In the traditional teaching method didn't have a chance to learn about slang & idiom. After learn, we did communicative activity (CLT) based on learned. There are many chance to speaking, writing, listening, reading all of four language skills. Especially when we did activity, A place where we can take advantage of what we learned was classroom even though downtown, Starbucks, computer room. Teacher help the adult learners to talk based on experience and knowledge, and he respect their experience.

After graduate from this ESL course, my English 4 skills developed evenly. 

Teacher Dave was enabler. 

Reflection
Teacher teach English their own style. 

example(1) teacher's method are teacher centered, writing, grammar centered.

It is a perfect type of traditional English class. It is easy to bored. Because this method focus on receptive skills and there's no chance to speak.

In example(2) is students centered more than ex(1). Teacher's role are observer and assit. In example(3) Teacher know adult learner's autonomy, and lead to do various activities. Teacher respect student's experience.

In my experience, most effective way is mix all of teaching methods properly writing, speaking, listening, reading all of four language skills.

It is important to bring the atmosphere to students participate in activity and class on their own hook. 

conclusion
When we learn second language, teacher's role is very important. 

According to the flow of age, and student's demand, teacher should be cut out for teaching. Do not insist on method of the past, Teacher should have flexible, and capacity.
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
