Materials: 
- Listening worksheet (2 copies)

Aims:
- To learn vocabulary and expression for explaining relationship by completing   idioms in the article.
- To predict people’s personal ideas about marriage and children.

- To practice listening to various grammar.
- To practice speaking by discussing with group.

Language Skills:

- Reading: Idioms worksheet.
- Listening: the speaker’s short speech about researched report.
- Speaking: prediction, discussion, comparing answer with in group.

- Writing: dictation, survey.

Language Systems:

- Lexis: Idioms used in explaining emotions when married and having children.
- Function: reported speech.
- Grammar: comparative, passive form.

Assumptions about Students:

Students already know:

- How the class is set up and run. (There will be 4 students in a group)
- The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
- Some students are single and the others are married with children.

- Average age is in the 30’s.

- Each group should include the student who is married. 
Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Student may not be able to understand easily.
: Before listening, Ss should learn some grammar and words.
- Ss may not be able to list up from listening.

: Chunk the listening (repeat a line)

- Ss may need the time to work on idioms

  : If it takes longer than 5 min. ,  cut answer-checking short.
- If time is short
: Cut post-activity discussion short and ask 2~3 students to share opinion.

- If Ss finish their task earlier
  : Give them much speaking time.

- If some single Ss don’t know how they feel when they get married.

  : Before discussion, we have time to listen to married people.
