	Procedure:

<Greet Students>
Hello, guys. What did you do in the last night? 
<Show the pictures about Jessica’s routine, getting to know the topic “Adverbs of Frequency”>

(Before showing Ss pictures of Jessica’s routine, put some pictures which show adverbs of frequency on the board.)
Look at the pictures. How many days does Jessica take a shower? (Ss say “7days” then; T points the picture which shows “always” on the board.)

 Let’s try to make a sentence using ‘always’.

“Jessica always takes a shower.”
 (Repetition  3 times more using other pictures )

	Procedure:
1. Meaning 

T: How many days does Jessica take a shower?

S: Jessica takes a shower everyday.
T: yes, she takes a shower everyday. We can make a sentence with ‘always’ so “Jessica always takes a shower.”
CCQ

 Does Jessica take a shower on Monday?(no)
 Does Jessica take a shower everyday?(yes)

Is Jessica clean?(yes)

Try to use some grammar based CCQs that are from the grammar module. For example “Will Jessica take a shower tomorrow?” ‘Did Jessica take a shower yesterday?” Use lots of CCQs to check students understanding. 
In the same way, explain /demonstrate ‘usually’, ‘often’, ‘sometimes’, and ‘never’.

Make sure you have your CCQs prepared here. They are so important especially in a grammar lesson so that Teachers can check the tenses with students.

Repeat after me. ‘I am always late.’
(Ss say ‘I am always late. T says again then, Ss follow)

‘I am usually late.’ (Ss say the sentence and repetition several times)

‘I am often late’ (Ss say the sentence and repetition several times)

Through lots of example, T shows Ss that adverbs of frequency come after the verb Be.

Repeat after me. ‘I always eat breakfast.’
(Ss say ‘I always eat breakfast.’ T says again then, Ss follow)

‘I usually eat breakfast.’ (Ss say the sentence and repetition several times)

‘I often eat breakfast.’ (Ss say the sentence and repetition several times)

Through lots of example, T shows Ss that adverbs of frequency usually come before other verbs.
What is the difference between 2kinds of form? (asks Ss)

T makes Ss to answer. (Adverbs of frequency come after the Be verb, or before other verbs.)
(How exactly will you do this? Just tell the students (deductively) or check the form from SS inductively?)
3. Drilling 

Progressive variable substitution drill
Tell Ss to listen and make a sentence.
Show demonstration.

 “I always eat breakfast.” (lunch!) “I always eat lunch.”
(never!) “I never eat lunch.” (she!) “She never eats lunch.”
Now, listen and make a sentence. Make sure you practice this drill beforehand so that you won’t make any errors. Just try it with your brother/sister or friend at home a couple of times. 
CCQ
Do you repeat after teacher?(no)

Do you make a sentence after hearing the word?(yes)

(Make sure you ask these before you drill and then you can ask some CCQs afterwards if you want to check the content.) 


	Main activity

	Materials : worksheet A, B

	Time

pair works 


	Procedure: 
Work with a partner. (Divide the class into pairs, A and B) 
Raise your hand whose sit on the right side, you guys are A. (Distribution worksheet A)

Others who sit on the left are B. (Distribution worksheet B)

From now on, you are going to talk about how often you both do things.   

Read each questions and check your answers.

Think of two more questions. Write them. 

Then, ask your partner. Tell your partner your answers. 

Are your answers the same? Check the yellow boxes.

(Show demonstration) 
I will give you 8 minutes to do.
CCQ

1. How much time do you have?(8)
2. Is it a pair work or a group work?(pair work)
3. Will you check only your answers, partner’s, or both?

(both)

(Who’s A again? Who’s B? could also be used)

Monitor actively and help student if they have some problems.



	Post-Activity

	Procedure:

<writing about your daily schedule>
Write about your daily schedule. Think of at least 5 things you do. Use some of these words (write some words on the board)
I will give you 3 minutes. (monitor and help Ss )

CCQ

1. How much time do you have?(3)
2. Is it a pair work or an individual work?(individually)
3. How many things you should write at least?(5)

(Can you use the words on the board?) (Y)

Time’s up! Who’s going to tell about your schedule? (point a few students and let them tell about their schedule) 

(give Ss reinforcements)
<Feedback>
Today we learned some adverbs. 
Anything you remember? Did you enjoy the activity today? Was it fun? Was it difficult? Do you have any question?
(Dismiss the class if there’s no question.)

Materials:





- Board & markers


- Pictures which show the adverbs of frequency


- Substitution tables


- 10 copies of worksheets A & B





Aims: 





- To learn the adverbs of frequency (always, usually, often… etc.)


- To learn how to use the adverbs of frequency after listening T’s presentation


- To practice and improve speaking, listening and writing skills during activities





Language Skills:





- Listening : listening to teacher’s instruction and demonstration


- Speaking : Telling about yourself, participate actively in an activity


- Reading : a worksheet and the board


- Writing :  writing about your daily schedule





Language Systems:





- Grammar: adverbs of frequency 


- Phonology: drilling repetition


- Function: talking about routines 


- Discourse: through talking about yourself

















Assumptions:





-> Ss are intermediate level students


-> Ss have already known about simple present tense.   


-> They are not shy, mostly active. The class will work in pairs.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not clearly understand the meaning


	-> providing more examples


Students may have a hard time drilling


      -> Error correct immediately


If time is short


-> Cut the activity ‘writing about your daily schedule
