1. Meaning
Instructions
First, let’s find out the meaning of each word
What - we use ‘what’ in questions when we ask for specific information we don’t know.                      
          Ex) what is that ? -> It’s a marker.
                What color do you like ? -> I like yellow.

Who – we use ‘who’ in questions when we ask about the 
name or identity of a person or group of people Ex) who is she ? -> She is my teacher.
When – we use ‘when’  to ask questions about the time 

at which things happen
          Ex) when are you going home ? -> At 6:00.
Where – we use ‘where’ to ask questions about the place something is in, or is coming from or going to.
               Ex) where did you meet him ? -> In the park.
      Which – we use ‘which’ in questions when there are two 

or more possible answers or alternatives.
                  Ex) Which do you want, milk or juice ? 

-> I want juice. 
      Why – we use ‘why’ in questions when you ask about the reasons for something.
                  Ex) why do you go there ?
                      -> I go there to buy a book.
      How – we use ‘how’ to ask about the way in which something happens or is done. Also,’how’can be used with adjective.
                  Ex)How do you go to school ? -> By bus.
                       How old is he ?  -> He is 17 years old.

3. Drilling

a.Simple Repetition Drill
<Listening Drill>
(Show Ss the substation table.) 
Do not repeat. Only listen.

C.C.Q : What do you do?

(Point to the substation table while reading. Ss listen)
<Simple Repetition in chorus>
Now listen and repeat.
C.C.Q: What do you do ?

(Point to the substitution table while reading and whole class repeats. T reads every example in the substitution table.)
<Simple repetition by role-playing>
A ask  and B answer. (devide the class into two teams)
C.C.Q.: What do you do ?

This time, B ask and A answer

 C.C.Q.: What do you do ?

b.Simple Substation Drill

Now I’m going to change some words and ask you. You answer for the changed question
CCQ
