Greeting Students
Good morning, class. Today is pretty hot, isn’t it?

Did you have a good weekend?

Introduce the topic
Here is about Jin.
(show the picture and let Ss elicit.)

What do you see?

(Ss respond clock, calendar, bed, prepositions, etc.)

(If Ss don’t answer, point each picture)

Okay. Let’s look together one by one what he does.

Instruction

1st picture: Jin was born in 1994.

                He was born on May 5th.
2nd picture: He wakes up at 7 o’clock.

3rd picture: He goes to school at 8:00am.

4th picture: He goes to bed at 11:00pm.

5th picture: He goes back home in the afternoon.

6th picture: He had a picnic in March.

7th picture: Summer vacation is going to start on July 22nd.

                That day is on Tuesday.
.

If time is flexible, T reads whole sentences one by one.

Ss repeat after T.

As you can see these red words are prepositions(in,at,on)
It tells about time and date.

So today’s lesson is prepositions of time and date.

Meaning
Instructions
@ We use preposition ‘in’ for month, year and seasons.
e.g. in March / in 2008  / in the twenties
        in the past (future) / in the winter (spring) and 

a period of time in the future also we use preposition ‘in’
e.g. I’m leaving in  a few weeks.

       I’ll have an appointment in a couple of days.

@We use ‘at’ for precise time like a specific time on the clock.

e.g. at 7 o’clock / at 8:00am / at the weekend

       at Christmas / at the moment / at the same time

@We use ‘on’ for days of the week.

e.g. on Sunday / on Tuesday / on my birthday
Also use ‘on’ for a specific calendar days.

e.g. on Christmas day / on July 22nd
@We say in the morning, in the afternoon, and in the evening. But we say at night and at noon.

Procedure
Drilling
· Simple Repetition Drill

1.Listening Drill
Instruction

T tells “First, I read 3 times. You just listen. Do not repeat.”
CCQ
· Do you repeat after me? (N)

· How many times do you listen? (3)
Demonstration
T reads ‘I wake up at 6 o’clock in the morning.’3 times.

2.Simple Repetition in chorus
Demonstration

T tells Ss “Now, listen and repeat.”
T points to the substitution table while reading and becomes position mouth. And whole class repeats.

T reads every example in the substitution table.
1. Progressive Variable Substitution in drill
Demonstration

T tells Ss “Now, listen 3 times and repeat.”
T points to the substitution table while reading and becomes position mouth. And whole class repeats.

e.g. 

*T reads 1st table: You, take a walk, 10 o’clock, morning.

( Class says “You take a walk at 10 o’clock in the morning.”
*T reads 1st table: He, eat dinner, night.

   ( Class says “He eats dinner at night.”
*T reads 1st table: They, go to hospital, 4 o’clock, afternoon
 ( Class says “They go to hospital at 4 o’clock in the afternoon.”
*T reads 2nd table: My mom, born, 1945.
   ( Class says “My mom was born in 1945.”
*T reads 2nd table: We, born, January 1st.

   ( Class says “We were born on January 1st.”
*T reads 2nd table: Parent’s day, Thursday.

   ( Parent’s day was on Thursday.
After one by one Ss say new sentence, T repeat and whole class repeat.

(2-3 people are up and expression it.)

Wrap up the class

Error correction and FB 
T monitor when Ss solve the worksheets and write down their error on the white board. After answer together, T explains.

Make sure Ss understanding.

using ‘in’, ‘at’, and ‘on’.


If Ss need more time.


    ( Cut-off post-activity and give them homework.
