	Procedure:
I. Elicitation (Guessing the differences)

-Provide 4 pieces of flash cards
-Tell Ss think about them.

 “let’s see the pictures”
-Elicit differences of each cards from Ss.
Student might say the word “distance, close, far,
plural, singular etc” then write table on the board
Close to /near
Far from
singular
plural
- let Ss tell the sentence with this, that, those, these by T
 move the position.
- Ask Ss a/an object’s name with pointing out near one.
(A: That is a pen/ That is an eraser)

- Ask Ss objects’ name with pointing out near ones.

(A: These are pens)

- Ask Ss name pointing to some things at a distance.
  (A: Those are books)

Ss might say in a different way using  “it” or “they” or “she” or “he” then tell “good” and ask again “or?”. Elicit until Ss come out the word “this, that, those, these”.
- fill in the blanks of table1 with Elicit rule

- Tell Ss
  We use this/these to refer to people and things, situations and experiences that are close to the speaker or very close in time, and that/those are more distant in time or physically. But today lesson we focus on to indicate people and things.

- Write some model sentences on the board

-Are the books near the speaker– Yes
Feed-back.
-During Elicitation, student might do errors then do gesture of “again” and let them answer again.

I. Controlled

Exercise activity

-distribute worksheet

-Tell Ss that they are going to fill in the blanks and circle the correct answers individually.
-demonstrate how to do.
-Tell them compare answers with their partner.
-give Ss 5mins.

-go around, monitor Ss and do error correction.
Demonstration

Now you are going to do fill in the blanks and circle the correct answers on the worksheet  individually. 
Read question #1. Say the answer. Tell Ss they have to fill in the blanks with the answer.
When you finish it, compare with your partner. if you have vocabulary problems ask me right away.
You have 5 minutes.

CCQ

Feedback

-Ask them what they filled in the blanks on the worksheet.
-Let Ss know the correct answers through each of Ss tell the answers.
II. Less controlled

Dialogues activity

Instruction
-Distribute Dialogues worksheet.

-Let Ss read the Dialogue #1 with intonation with their partner.
-Let Ss read the Dialogue #2 with intonation with their partner.
-Ask Ss which words have to be considered carefully and why they have to be considered?

-Allow Ss time to think and look over the vocabularies.
-Elicit plural, singular vocabulary of clothing and distance of this, that, these and those.
-Demonstrate what Ss have to do.
-Give them 7 minutes.

-Go around, monitor Ss and take notes their errors.
Demonstration

I will choose boots. Which dialogue do I have to choose?
(Ss will answer. It’s dialogue#2) Right.  I’m A , Min-sun is B.

Show Ss how to substitution.

E.g. A: Excuse me. I think those are my boots.

        B: I don’t think so. I think these are my boots. 
Are there any difficult vocabulary?
If you finish it, change the role.

I’ll give you 7 minutes.

CCQ

-In this dialogue, who is wearing or near the clothes? –“B”
-What are you going to do first? Then…?

-Who are you working with?

-How much time do you have?

Time warning before 1 minute.
Error-collection

-Tell them errors.

E.g. Whether they choose dialogue according to
clothing terms.
       Whether they say verb correctly.

Feed back
-Ask them do they have any problems?

- if they have any difficulty explain through another substitution example.

- distribute “lost and found “ worksheet.
- let student read worksheet.

- Tell Ss to make conversations using this, that, these, those
 in pairs and to share with their groups.

- Demonstration.
- Give them 10minutes.
- Go around, do observation. Take note common errors.

- Let each group give conversation to class. if there isn’t 
enough time, let volunteers do role-play to the class.

Feedback

Check their conversation and do error correction if necessary.

Today we learned about the meaning of this, that, these and those. And we make up conversation lost and found .

using them.

Example1)

A: May I help you?

A: I see. What color is that? 
B: Brown.

A: Is this your umbrella?

B: No. That umbrella is dirty. My umbrella is clean.

Example2)

A: May I help you?

B: Yes, I lost my boots.

A: I see. What color are those? 
B: Brown.

A: are these your boots?

B: No. Those boots are dirty. My boots are clean.

Topic : This, That, These, Those (demonstratives)

Aims:


-Ss  will know the meanings of this, that, these, those by seeing flash cards and doing exercise questions.


-Ss are able to change verb type and choose demonstratives based on nouns and distances during dialogue and “lost and found “activities.





Language Skills:


Speaking: dialogue, pair work, answering


Listening:  To the teacher, each other


Writing:     choose answers with worksheet, make up conversations.


Reading:  Dialogue, questions with worksheet, lost and found activity.





Language Systems:


Functions:  what is ~?  ,That is~


Grammar: “this” is used for singular nouns that are close to the speaker.�                   “that” is used for singular nouns that are far from the speaker.�                   “these” is used for plural nouns that are close to the speaker.�                   “those” is used for plural nouns that are far from the speaker.





Assumptions:


-    Ss know the meaning of plural and singular.


Ss know the clothing vocabulary and colors.


Ss know the possessive pronouns.  e.g. my, your. 


Ss know How to make questionnaires.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not able to change verbs. �E.g. These is, those is….(x)


  	(Repeat explanation of the meaning and give another example)


Ss may answer without considering distance.�E.g. What are those? These are… (x)�(if two speakers are far from target objects, the answer must be “those are…”)


Ss may not understand the instruction of the activities well


(Repeat instructions and do CCQ again).


Ss might not make conversation during lost and found activity.


(give them examples )
