- Listening: Teacher’s instructions & Explanation / classmates’ ideas
- Speaking: sharing ideas in a group 
Language Systems:
-  Lexis: vocabulary of text.

-  Phonology: Speaking and listening to instruction, explanations, and discussion.

-  Function: Understanding a fairy tale.

-  Discourse: Group discussion.

Assumptions about Students:

- Students already know how the class is set up and run (in pairs, in groups).

- Students are familiar with teacher’s teaching style.

- Students know most of vocabulary words in the worksheet.

- Students will be interested in topic
Possible Problems and Solutions:
If there is not enough time for their work
->Shorten the post activity and error correction time 

If students cannot understand clearly,

-> Provide more examples and explanations 
If students finish their task earlier than expected
-> Give more time to activity.

- show flash card

- CCQ

; If you make earthenware, would you have to use clay?


6) to scold 
; to tell off for doing something bad
- show flash card

- CCQ

; When you can scold?

7) trough 
; usually for pigs or cattle, a long narrow open container for animals to eat or drink
- show flash card

- CCQ

; Can animals eat feed in trough?


8)henceforth 
; from this time on
- show flash card

- CCQ

; Can you use ‘henceforth’ instead of from now on?

- read loud the vocabulary
