Aims:

- Ss will learn some vocabulary and colloquial expressions.

- Ss will practice to listen to English with native speaker`s speed and accent.

- Ss will be able to pick up right word for right position.

- Ss will practice to speak by presenting and discussing

Language Skills:

- Reading : Script worksheet with blank.

- Listening: CNN interview about Norah Jones.

- Speaking: Present, Comparing answers with partners, asking questions, answering the questions.

- Writing: Fill the blanks.

Language Systems:

- lexis : phrasal verbs in the script

- functions: the use of some phrasal verbs or new vocabulary

- grammar : colloquial expressions

Assumptions about Students:

- Ss sit in pairs

- Ss already have enough experience of listening

- Ss are not adult students. (younger than teacher)

Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Ss may not be interested in the topic

 -> ask Ss what they like these days, and refresh the air and then restart the lesson.

- Ss may not fill the blank

 -> Do it together

- If time is too short

 -> make post activity shorter (cut down questions)

- If time is too long

 -> play the record and let student listen finally to make sure

	Procedure:

-Ss talk time

Alright, I guess most of you guys have experiences to be a fan of super stars whatever movie stars or pop stars, Korean stars or Hollywood stars. 

How can you guys hear the hot news about your super stars?

-Ss answer & write them on the board

You guys are exposed to so much information about your super satars. Especially for overseas stars, way easier than before.

You can hear them on CNN news or any other gossip shows playing on TV.

Here I have a CNN interview with a famous Jazz singer. Today we will listen to  her interview and learn some phrasal verbs and colloquial expressions. Alright?

<Instruction>

Now I`ll give you some key words and play CD player, and then you guys listen carefully where these words come. Understand?

- Write down the phrasal verbs and colloquial expressions on the board.

<CCQ>

-What do you do?

<Play the CD player>

- What information did you get?

- Did you find any words or phrases of on the board from what you heard?

- Ss talk

	Procedure:

(Climb, break through, label, go for it, put pressure on, not as ~ as, think of A as B )

- Explain the Colloquial expressions with script & examples

( He is not as cool as his brother, She is not as old as me. We`re trying to put pressure on the government,  She is putting a lot of pressure on her boyfriend to buy her an expensive present.  I think of you as my best friend)

- Let students make sentences and read them loud
