Listening CD & CD player  (3:00 Min) : “Something you didn’t know about bats”

	Assumptions:

Ss have been exposed to listening to some dialogues. 

Ss are familiar with teacher’s teaching style
Ss are actively participating in the class. 

Ss can make simple questions and interview other students. 

Ss know most of vocabularies in the article. 

	Language Skills and Systems:
Reading: Script, worksheet , article 
Listening: other Ss’ talk, presentation, teacher’s instructions, discussion, article form CD player 
Speaking: Interview, group discussion, presentation
Writing: worksheet for filling in the blank , note taking
Phonology: Practice pronunciation through repeating. 
Lexis: vocabulary, Choral drills 
Function: Activities like interview, role play, dialogue reading 
Grammar: question format (what animal do you like? do you know something interesting?) 
Discourse: Interview(question and answer), worksheet, conversation between Ss.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Students may not be able to get some general information without note taking. 
=> Help students to remind what they heard and if necessary, play the CD again.

 
- Students may not be able to answer the questions from worksheets. 

=> Replay the CD or pause the specific parts which students could not get answers (use the technique: pause-play-pause-play)

 
- If students finish their task earlier than expected,

=> Ask the students what they have for answers. 


	Ice Breaker: guessing

	Time:  5min / Materials: Chair, board, board marker, board eraser

	Procedure 
1. Greeting and Eliciting about topic 
Hello, class. How are you everyone?

I hope all of you are well. Are you ready to start today’s lesson with an ice breaker? Each one of you will come up and sit on this seat facing the class. On the board, I will write an animal’s name. Then the rest of the class will describe this without using sound or gesture what this animal makes. The student at the front needs to guess what it is. if that students couldn’t guess what it is till all the students explain once, We will have another student at front with another word 
Demonstration

Snake/ crawl, bite
This is an animal. They crawl on the ground when they move. They don’t have any bone in their neck. So they can swallow after they catch the prey. 
CCQs

What are we doing? 

How many chances does one of you have for explaining?

Does each of you have chance to come up at the front?

How long do you stay at the front?

	Procedure
Instruction
(Distribute warm up worksheet A.) Would you please read the title aloud? (let Ss read) Good, if you look at the table, there are varieties of animals what you can use to describe the animals. Work individually to check whether you know some interesting story about that animals

Demonstration

For Lizard, “there is the biggest lizard and it was born on Mar. 23 this year and this is the biggest on what are the left in the world. 
CCQs

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

Instruction

After the individual work, get in pairs to share opinions about their favorite animals. Listen carefully to your partners because you are going to present to your class about your partners’ favorite animals. 
Demonstration

My partner thinks Monkey as his/her favorite one and will be so interesting to have many different kinds of animals. 
CCQs

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

Are you presenting your own opinion?

Monitor and keep them on the topic. (Don’t let them have side talk time)
Give extra time if Ss need it: 1 minute
Instructions
Now present to the class. Everyone should participate. Each talk should be limited to 30 seconds. 

CCQs

What are you going to talk with your partner?
How long do you supposed to talk?

If no one volunteers, teacher picks speakers randomly. 
Keep them short by reminding them the time limit.


	Main – Controlled: Listen to the dialogue A and discuss. 

	Time: 24min / Materials: CD(Tomato track36), CD player, worksheet A(12copies), script   board, board marker, board eraser

	Procedure
Instruction
(Distribute worksheet B) Let’s go around the class clockwise and read the questions aloud. (There are only 3 questions: ask the one who didn’t get to take turn to have a guess on what would be the topic of the dialogue- try to engage everyone) If you have a question on anything, the teacher will ask other Ss to explain. (If no student gives clear answer to the question, the teacher helps.) The teacher will play the track only once for the first time, but you don’t have to be anxious to find all the answers at the first try. 
CCQs

How many times will you hear the dialogue?

Do you have to have all the answers at the first try?

Play CD again.

Ask Ss if they have all the answers.

Yes( go over the answers. 
No( play the track over until most Ss have all the answers.
( Pause-play-pause-play) 
Ask Ss randomly for the answers.

If the answer is wrong, ask other Ss.

Even the answer is right, ask other Ss for agreements.
Go through the track to check the answers.
Instruction

The teacher will give you the script A. As you see, the script is not fully written. There are some blanks on tricky words   The teacher will play the track just once, so concentrate. 

CCQs

Who are you working with?

How many times will you hear the dialogue from the CD?

Instruction

Check your answers with your partner or help each other to fill every blank. If no pair gets all the answers, the teacher will play the CD again. But if we have any pair with all the answers (the teacher checks if every answer is correct), they will read the dialogue rather than listening to the CD. (practice listening to various accents) Other pairs should listen to the pair who are speaking and finish up your work.

Explain new vocabularies if Ss need help.

Prepare a short role to talk

Give them time warning: 2 minute, 1 minute

Keep Ss on track.
