	Aims:

To have time to Ss think about pets/dogs as well as idioms.
To let the Ss know a good sense of useful expressions.

To learn by heart through reading the expressions several times loudly.

To improve listening and speaking skills through CD and discussions with group members.
To have Ss enjoy their class and be interested in English more.


	Assumptions
· Both are available in the class who like pets or dog and who don’t like them at all.

· Both are available people who raise pets at their house or do not.
· Ss’ age ranges are around 20-60.

· Ss enjoy their listening and talking together.

 

	Language Skills and Systems:

Reading: read after worksheets. 
Listening: listen to the CD, teacher’s live reading, other Ss’ talk.
Speaking: group/pair discussion/conversation, Q&A
Phonology: Practice pronunciation of animals’ sound and name .
Lexis: idioms & expressions.

  Function: read through a funny story.
Discourse: worksheets, conversation.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Ss may not understand the passage easily.
· CCQ repetition and Repeat the tracks again until Ss get the sense of the content.
 (pause-play-pause-play)
If time doesn’t permit enough to let Ss learn by heart the expressions,
· Give them as an assignment.



	Ice Breaker: What is it called the young animal? 
What’s the sound of animal like of each ?

	Time:  5min / Materials: Worksheet, 

	Set Up

	Procedure 
Instruction/Lead in

Work individually. If the teacher split the sheet, Ss draw a line matching the 1st part with the 2nd one. They also can see the sound of each animal in English. Ask who wants to be 1st volunteer for the 1st one. Let him/her speak out the sound as similar as possible and the rest of the Ss follow not only the names but also the sounds of animals all together. Do it in turns.
Demonstration

Some young animals’ names/sounds are pretty easy to match but some are never heard of them in English. Then the teacher gives the hint by making sounds in person.
CCQ

- Are you all clear how to do this?  

- What do you call young horse? 

What is the sound like?
- What is young cow called?
If Ss are curious to know what any other young ones or sounds like, just let them know.



	Warm Up: A short “Fun Funny story”

	Time: 10min / Materials: Worksheet (10 copies) 

	Set Up
Whole Class

	Procedure
Instruction
(Before Distribute worksheet) Tell Ss the teacher will read only twice and listen carefully. At the first reading, just let them know it’s just a short funny story and the 2nd one is going to be right after the CCQ.
Demonstration

Read at a reasonable speed at first And 2nd one should be much faster.
CCQ

· What did the dog do to a blind man?
· Why a man who had been watching was so surprised?

· Why did the blind man give a biscuit to his dog?
Monitor and help Ss if they need anything.
After got all the answers and clear, read out loud the story once together. 



	Main – Controlled: Listen to the reporter and discuss. 

	Time: 20min / Materials: CD(reporter’s announcement),CD player, Mainsheet(10copies), 
 Worksheet (fill in the blanks).

	Procedure
Instruction
(Distribute worksheet) Let’s have a close look at the questions first. After listening to the CD carefully, please try to Fill in the blanks.
They’re all about expressions related with Dog which you can use in real-life.  

You are going to listen 3 times basically but if you need more, of course

You can as long as time permits.    
CCQ
- How many times will you hear basically?

- What is this all about?
- Can you use the expressions here in your real life?

Demonstration

Play tracks 3 times respectively asking Ss if they have the clear answers.

Yes( go over the answers. 
No( play the track over until most Ss have all the answers.
Pause-play-pause-play on the parts Ss having trouble with.
CCQ (After 1st listening)
· What are most dogs like in the US?
· What do people do for their dogs?

· How do you say for the ones who have no troubles or responsibilities?

· What’s dog-eat-dog world like?

· What does ‘every dog has its day’ mean?
Ask Ss randomly for the answers.

Go through the track to check all answers and let them listen once again, 
Finally recheck the answers of fill in the blanks.
CCQ (Pin point someone) 

- Are hey useful expressions enough to apply in your real-life? 
- If yes, which one can you use frequently?

- Which one is brand new expression for you here?

Instruction

2) Let’s have a conversation about people who think pets as members of family or people who don’t think like that at all.

Demonstration

Later on, share all expressions with the whole class.

CCQ

- What do we do now?
-  What does it mean by “every dog has its day”?
- ‘Competing for the same things, like good jobs’ what expressions do you know?.

- Does it rain cats and dogs today?
Demonstration
To give them 2mins to read along loudly. Pick 1 volunteer to follow him/her. 
Or the leader says ‘the hottest days of the year.’ Then the rest speak out  
‘The dog days of summer’. Good job! Everybody !! Thanks a lot!.
