	Goals:

To have the Ss think actively.
To let the Ss have a good sense of adjectives.

To practice listening and speaking through discussions and interviews.
To improve listening skills by listening to the dialogues and answering the questions.
To practice pronunciations through reading the script aloud.

To practice speaking with confidence by interacting with other Ss.

	Assumptions:

The Ss have been exposed to listening to some dialogues.

The Ss already know the teacher’s overall teaching style.
The Ss are actively participating in the class.
The Ss have jobs or have ideas about jobs they want to have. (The Ss are between jobs)

	Language Skills and Systems:

Reading: Script, worksheet
Listening: Interview, other Ss’ talk, CD, presentation, role play
Speaking: Interview, group discussion, presentation, role play
Writing: Writing answers to the questions, note taking, writing on the board(practice writing in simple forms/bullet points)
Phonology: Practice pronunciation through various activities.
Lexis: Job context vocabulary or adjectives
Grammar
Function: Activities like interview, role play, dialogue reading
Discourse: Interview(question and answer), worksheet, conversation between Ss.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Ss may not understand the passage/script easily.
· Repeat the tracks again until Ss get the sense of the content.

Ss may not be able to pick up details for the listening.
· Repeat the parts over and over again. (pause-play-pause-play)
If there is not enough time,
· Shorten the post activity and cut off the whole class sharing.
If there are too much time,
· Give Ss extra time to communicate and share ideas with each other. Teacher may spend more time answering the Ss’ questions or give them extra work (worksheet C) to do. Worksheet C is a listening activity that requires pretty good listening skills.


	Ice Breaker: Hot seat

	Time:  5min / Materials: Chair, board, board marker, board eraser, script for the teacher

	Procedure 
Instruction/Lead in

Hello, class. What a great day, don’t you think? Ok, is everyone ready to start off today’s lesson with an ice breaker? (Write the title on the board.) Each one of you will come up and sit on this seat facing the class. On the board, I will write a job and two words. Then the rest of the class will describe the job without using the two words on the board, and the student at the front need to guess the job. We will pass to the next student if it takes more than 40 seconds each.
Demonstration

Teacher/ teach, school
Ss ask this person for help when they are confused with the subjects they are studying. They meet the person with this job almost every day.
CCQs

What words are you not supposed to use to describe?

Does each of you have chance to come up at the front?

How much time does each of you have at the front?



	Warm Up: “What do you think of a ____’s job?”

	Time: 7min / Materials: Worksheet A: “What do you think of a ____’s job?” (6 copies)

	Procedure
Instruction
(Distribute warm up worksheet A.) Would you please read the title aloud? (let Ss read) Good, if you look at the table, on the left, there are lists of jobs, and on the top, there are variety of adjectives those may describe the jobs on the left. Work individually to check in the adjective box which you think best describes the job. After doing so, pick one job that you think is the best and think of a brief reason. You have 2 minutes.
Demonstration

For firefighter, “dangerous” would be the best adjective to describe.
CCQs

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

Monitor and help Ss if they need it. 

Give them time warning: 30 seconds left.
Be sure to notice them that they have no extra time.

Give no extra time: need to move on quickly.
Instruction

After the individual work, get in pairs to share opinions about the best job. Listen carefully to your partners because you are going to present to your class about your partners’ best job, not your own. You have 2 minutes.  

Demonstration

My partner thinks an actor is the best job because it will be so interesting to experience many different roles. Also if you become famous, you earn tremendous amount of money.
CCQs

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

Are you presenting your own opinion?

Monitor and keep them on the topic. (Don’t let them have side talk time)
Give them time warning: 1 minute left.

Give extra time if Ss need it: 1 minute
Instructions
Now present to the class. Everyone should participate. Each talk should be limited to 30 seconds. 

CCQs

How long are you supposed to talk for?

If no one volunteers, teacher picks speakers randomly. 
Keep them short by reminding them the time limit.


	Main – Controlled: Listen to the dialogue A and discuss.

	Procedure
Instruction
(Distribute worksheet B) Let’s go around the class clockwise and read the questions aloud. (There are only 5 questions: ask the one who didn’t get to take turn to have a guess on what would be the topic of the dialogue- try to engage everyone) If you have a question on anything, the teacher will ask other Ss to explain. (If no student gives clear answer to the question, the teacher helps.) The teacher will play the track only once for the first time, but you don’t have to be anxious to find all the answers at the first try. 
CCQs

How many times will you hear the dialogue?

Do you have to have all the answers at the first try?

Play track36 once.

Ask Ss if they have all the answers.

Yes( go over the answers. 
No( play the track over until most Ss have all the answers.
Pause-play-pause-play on the parts Ss having trouble with.
Ask Ss randomly for the answers.

If the answer is wrong, ask other Ss.

Even the answer is right, ask other Ss for agreements.
Go through the track to check the answers.
Instruction

The teacher will give you the script A. As you see, the script is not fully written. There are some blanks on tricky words those are somewhat related to job selections. The teacher will play the track just once, so concentrate. 

CCQs

Who are you working with?

How many times will you hear the dialogue from the CD?

Instruction

Check your answers with your partner or help each other to fill every blank. If no pair gets all the answers, the teacher will play the CD again. But if we have any pair with all the answers (the teacher checks if every answer is correct), they will read the dialogue rather than listening to the CD. (practice listening to various accents) Other pairs should listen to the pair who are speaking and finish up your work. 
CCQs
Who are you working with?

If you don’t get all the answers, what are you supposed to do?

Explain new vocabularies if Ss need help.
Have the Ss read the dialogue script. 

Instruction
Prepare a short role play. The play should be on friends talking about any concerns when choosing a job. Work in groups of 3 and everyone should speak even a word. The role play will be limited to 1 minute 30 seconds. You have 5minutes to prepare. 
CCQs

How much time do you have to prepare?

How many members are in your group?

How long should the role play be?
Give them time warning: 2 minute, 1 minute
Give extra time if Ss need it: 1 minute
Keep Ss on track.


	Main – Free: Interview/conversation

	Time:  9min / Materials: CD(Practical English track 7), CD player, Script B(6 copies), scrap papers to take notes

	Procedure
Instruction
While listening, think of the background where the talk is possibly taking place at, characteristics of the speakers, expressions you hear and so on. You may take notes. 
CCQs

Can you take notes while listening?

Instruction
After listening to the dialogue, the teacher will give you the script. Depending on the scripts and the notes you have, you will interview your partner about his/her job in details as the speakers do on the track. If you are between jobs, please imagine having a job. You have 5 minutes.
CCQs

What are you going to ask your partner?

How much time do you have?

Play track 7.
Do you want to listen again?

No( Distribute the script and have them interview each other. They may read the script by themselves.
Give the time warning: 3minutes, 1minute

Give them extra time if Ss need it: 1minute

Give them time warning: 1minute

Give them extra time if Ss need it: 30 seconds
