	Aims:
· To learn vocabulary and expressions for reality shows with worksheets
· To practice reading comprehension skill by solving multiple choice questions on worksheet C 
· To improve listening skills by listening to his/her partner 
· To practice writing skills by taking notes on a worksheet while listening to his/her partner
· To practice speaking skills through pair work and presentation


	Language Skills:

· Reading: worksheets and article
· Listening: other students’ speeches about their favorite reality shows and the teacher’s instruction 
· Speaking: pair work and presentation, comparing answers with classmates
· Writing: answering questions on vocabulary worksheet, note taking

 Instruction
(Show PPT slide #1 presenting instructor’ name and topic)

Hello everyone, how are you today? What did you do last weekend? It’s raining, so I think you couldn’t go outside, right? But, we can be fun in home. For example, we can search the Internet and do online shopping. What else? 

Students may say “watching TV”
· What is your favorite TV show? 

· Why do you like it? E.g. good-looking actors or actresses, interesting story, etc. 
Students may say other things like searching the Internet.
· Anything else?

· Inkyung, what do you do in home?

(Eliciting from Ss)

(Show the pictures/photos of reality shows using PPT slide #2)

So, now, you know if we put un, extra, ab, or in the beginning of the original word, it can be antonym of the original word, like scripted and unscripted. Right? So, now, let’s read an interesting story about reality shows!

Article A

Reality Television

	Reality television is a genre of television programming which presents unscripted dramatic or humorous situations, documents actual events, and usually features ordinary people rather than professional actors. 
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Reality television covers a wide range of television programming formats, from game or quiz shows which resemble the frantic programs produced in Japan in the 1980s and 1990s (a modern example is Gaki no tsukai), to surveillance focused productions such as Big Brother.
Critics say that the term “reality television” shows frequently portray a modified and highly influenced form of reality, with participants put in exotic locations or abnormal situations.

Part of reality television’s appeal is due to its ability to place ordinary people in extraordinary situations. For example, on the ABC show, The Bachelor, an eligible male dates a dozen women simultaneously, traveling on extraordinary dates to scenic locales. 
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Some commentators have said that the name “reality television” is an inaccurate description for several styles of program included in the genre. In competition-based programs such as Big Brother, the producers design the format of the show and control the day-to-day activities and the environment, creating a completely fabricated world in which the competition plays out. Producers specifically select the participants, and use carefully designed scenarios, challenges, events, and settings to encourage particular behaviors and conflicts.  
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
