	Procedure:

Instruction
Hello, class. How are you?
(Greeting)
Has anybody been to museum? Everybody? Which genre do you like most? Painting? Sculpture? Does anybody like to draw? 


	Pre-Activity 

	Materials: white board & markers, 14 copies picture about ‘Marcel Duchamp’s fountain’& handouts about guiding questions

	Time
8 min

	Set Up
Whole class

	Procedure:
- Distribute pictures about ‘Marcel Duchamp’s Foundation’ to students.
1. Elicit the some idea of the picture
- Elicit students thinking from picture
Instruction
What do you guess what it is?
What do you think Where we can use this? (Not grammatical correct. I think you mean to say ‘Where do you think we can use this?’)
(students might try to say ‘toilet’ ‘urinal’ etc.)
- Teach the word ‘urinal’

What do you think this urinal is up-side down?
What do you think this number means?
(point the number in the picture)
What about this words?
(point the words in the picture)
- Pick one student to write down what others say.
- Whenever students say something, one will write down it.

(My suggestion would be to elicit this first and then introduce the topic like you have in the lead-in. I think after seeing some pictures and eliciting, Ss can guess what the topic is. It’s more interesting for them and easier for you.)
2. Predict today’s topic
Instruction
Good. There are lots of opinions about this picture. Then why did I bring it? Can you think of today’s topic? 
- Students respond.
- Pick one student to write down what others say.
- Whenever students say something, one will write down it.
(Since you have this then you don’t need the lead-in as it’s talking about the same thing really. Maybe you can copy some questions from the lead-in and use them here.)
Today, we are going to read an article about this urinal, and we already predicted about it. We wrote some of your idea on the board. After reading, we will compare your idea to real story of this urinal. 
CCQ
- Did we predict about the topic?
- Are you going to compare our idea after reading? (Are you going to write? Are you going to sing? Are you working alone? Etc Make sure you use lots of CCQs in class!)
3. Introduce the topic & Guiding questions
Instruction
Let’s look at the second page of handouts. There is a tile of this article.
What is this?
- Let students read the title about the article.
What is a fountain? Anybody know it?
- Explain what a fountain is.
Okay. Then Let’s read the questions.
- Let students read them.
When you read the article, think about these questions.
CCQ
- Can you think the answer when you read?
- What is the title of this article? 
(Again similar to what I wrote above)



	Main Activity

	Procedure: 
1. Reading
- Distribute the article to students
Instruction
Okay, class. Did you get the article?
(Students say, ‘yes.’)
You are going to read this article as a group. I will divide you guys into 3 groups; Two group of five, and one group of four. One group will read it the first paragraph, and the other will read it the second. The last group will read it the last one. (Make sure you say this slowly not like before where you rushed your instructions) 
CCQ
- Are you working as group?
- Are you going to read the whole article?
- Which paragraph are you going to read? (ask to each group)
Then, after reading, discuss about what you read as a group. Each team will present what they read to other team. You have 4min to read and discuss. If you have any questions, just ask me. Let’s start.
CCQ
- What are you going to do after reading? (discussion)
- Then, what are you going to do next?
- How much time do you have?
(Students will start to read.)
- Monitor Students, and if students ask something, help them.
2. Present each group’s article
- After 3min, let students present their story.
Instruction
Have you finished discussing? Then, Let’s start to present. The first group, can you tell us what’s going on the first paragraph?
- Do the same thing as the others.
3. Compare students prediction with the article
Instruction
Okay, good job class. How different the article from your prediction?
Let me see… Look at the board. Wow, isn’t it really different? (Didn’t you say earlier that Ss would write it down? They would write on the board about their predictions?) 
- Check the students’ prediction with the article story. 
- Make fun with students. (What exactly do you mean by this? Please be a little more specific) 
4. Check the answer of the guiding questions
Instruction
Next, did you get the answer of the questions?
Now, Let’s check the answer together.
____, can you tell me the answer of the first question?
(______ says the answer.)
Good job. (
- Do the same thing with the other questions. 

	Post-Activity 

	Materials: white board & markers, 14 copies handouts about Marcel Duchamp’s other work, all students’ face pictures

	Procedure:

1. Elicit students idea from picture
- Distribute handouts to students. 
Instruction
Did you get all handouts? How do you feel when you see this picture?
Can you say some feeling or something you see in the picture?
- Elicit students thinking from the picture
- Write down some of them on the board.
Yes, Mona-Lisa. Do you think why Marcel Duchamp did it?
(Students say something.)
Wow, interesting. You are like critics. As you said, there is Mona-Lisa, and on the work, there are some drawings. This is like a fake Mona-Lisa. Actually this work is drawn by Marcel Duchamp. With Mona-Lisa, he made fun of it.
2. Drawing activity
- Distribute the pictures. 
- Let students pick the picture what they want
Instruction
Okay, Now you are the new Marcel Duchamp. I will give you a picture. There are some of your classmates in the picture. Do you think what you are going to do? (What do you think you are going to do? – I think you mean this)
(Students say, ‘drawing!’)
Yes, you are going to draw what you want over the picture like he did. Work as a group ; two groups of three, two groups of four. You have 6min to draw. After that, you are going to present what you draw. Let’s start.
CCQ
- Are you working in group? Or pairs?
- What are you going to do with picture?
- How much time do you have?
- What are you going to do after group working?
(Students start to draw)
- Monitor students. /Help them if needed. 
3. Present students’ work
Instruction
Okay, did you finish? Let’s see your drawing! Who wants to go first?
- Let students present their drawing.
Haha, great! You were like an artist. Next!
- Do the same thing as before to other group. 
Okay. Good. You did great job. It was really fun.

Aims: 





- To learn how to get information by reading an article about ‘Marcel Duchamp’s Foundation’


- To learn vocabularies related to ‘Marcel Duchamp’s Foundation’


- To practice summarizing one paragraph about ‘Marcel Duchamp’s Foundation’ by reading one paragraph and discussing with peers about it.


- To practice speaking by discussion what students will draw.








Language Skills:





- Listening : listening to teacher’s instruction and explanation, and peer’s opinion about an article of ‘Marcel Duchamp’s Foundation’ and ‘L.H.O.O.Q’


- Speaking : discuss about an article, presentation about what students drew 


- Reading : handouts, article, pictures


- Writing : working on the worksheets, writing some note on the handouts 








Language Systems:





- Lexis : vocabularies related to ‘Marcel Duchamp’s Foundation’


- Function : read and discuss an article of ‘Marcel Duchamp and Foundation’


- Discourse : express student’s opinion related to describing Marcel Duchamp’s work and their own art work











Assumptions:





- Students know most vocabularies except some hard ones. 


- Most Students do not know about ‘Marcel Duchamp’s Foundation’ and ‘L.H.O.O.Q’


- Students can read pictures and think about ‘what is it?’ and guess.


- Students know how the class is set up and run 


  - Students know the teacher's style of teaching and the pace of the course


  - Students’ age is usually 20’s or 30’s


  - Students can express their opinions quite fluently. 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





 - SOS Plan : if students complete all tasks earlier than expected and there is extra time


                    ( after post-activity, let students discuss about ‘why did Marcel Duchamp start to make this kind of work?’. Then let them present their opinion


- CUT-OFF Plan : if time is short


( after discussion time for presentation, pick one or two groups to present their scenario 


; do not let all groups present


    - If students do not seem to understand some vocabularies in the article, 


( go to the each group, and try to help students’ understanding


    - If students seem not to understand the instruction,


      ( give some CCQ again, then other students who understood can help them
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
